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Former polygamist gets first
look at temple on YFZ Ranch

Richard Holm of St. George, UT,
freely admits that he once practiced
polygamy. Having been brought up in
Colorado City, AZ as a devout member
of the Fundamentalist Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter Day Saints, polygamous,
or plural, marriages were an accepted
fact of life. Now, two years after being
kicked out of the church and evicted
from his property by FLDS Prophet
Warren Jeffs, Holm says he has had to
reevaluate his faith.

Holm said he lost everything when
he was booted out of the church. His
two wives, Lorena and Alice, and his
seven children were taken from him
by Warren Jeffs and reassigned to his
brother Edson.

“Warren Jeffs executed my family,”
Holm told the Success in 2004. “He
took my wives and gave
them in marriage to my
brother Ed. It was like a

~ death sentence.”

He blames youthful
indiscretions for his ex-
pulsion from the church.
Holm said he strayed
as a young man but re-
turned to the church
and confessed his sins
to Rulon Jeffs.

He says that Warren

father at that point in
time and that he secretly
audio taped Holm’s con-

first wife were sweethearts and wanted

to marry. They approached then Prophet

Leroy Johnson and he agreed to the mar-
riage, but only after consulting both sets

of parents.

“There were no forced marriages
then,” Holm added. “It was a different
time.”

Some years later, after the death of
Leroy Johnson, Holm was summoned
to meet the group’s new leader, Rulon
Jeffs. “That’s when he told me he was
giving me another wife,” Holm states.
“That was that.”

Holm had three wives in all, but one
of them left him. Then Rulon Jeffs died
and his son Warren Jeffs ascended to
power.

“What a weasel he was,” Holm says.
“He was a snake, interested in nothing
but power.” '

Richard Holm had,
by 2003, risen to a po-
sition of prominence
within Colorado City,
Arizona, the home of
the FLDS church. He
was a successful busi-
nessman, owner of a
motel and restaurant,
and had served for 12
years on the Colorado
City Council.

His success allowed
him to give back to the
chuich that dominated
day to day life in the

fession.

“The snake used it
against me as soon as he
got the chance.” Holm
claimed.

Holm says that he be-
lieves many of the men
who have been kicked
out of the FLDS church
in recent months fell
victim to Warren Jeffs’
malicious nature.

Richard Holm was in Eldorado
on Tuesday where he came to see for
himself the YFZ Ranch, or at least as
much of it as he could see from County
Road 300.

“It’s big,” Holm stated as he peered

limestone temple that dominates the
landscape at the YFZ. “It’s just strange,’
he added. “Not like what I expected.”
Seeking a better vantage point, Holm
followed the county road eastward be-
yond two sharp curves to a hill where he
could park and look back at the front of
_ the temple. Looking again through the
binoculars Holm speculated that he too
might have been working away inside
¥the ranch if only circumstances had not
forced him out of the FLDS church and
away from his family.
Holm, 53, says that things were dif-
ferent when he was young. He and his

small town. He pur-
chased a large parcel.
of property on the Utah
side of the state line

mous community and
donated it to the United
Effort Plan trust, the
financial arm of the
church. He was even
responsible for provid-
ing transportation for
former Prophet Rulon Jeffs.

But, Holm’s life was about to turn
upside down. Late in 2003, just over a
year after Warren Jeffs seized control of
the FLDS, Holm was suddenly kicked
out of the church. His wives were reas-
signed and he was told to leave his home
on UEP trust property and to “repent
from a distance.”

That was about the same time that
David Allred, one of Warren Jeffs’ most
trusted aides, was buying up property
here in Schleicher County, as well as
in Montezuma County, Colorado and
Custer County, South Dakota.

Since that time Holm has found
himself battling with the same city
council he used to sit on for the right
to operate his business inside the town,
as well as fighting for the right to visit
his children.

County Clerk Peggy Williams
informed the court of a problem she
has encountered with the company her
office contracted to purchase the elec-
tronic voting machines and supplies.
The company Electronic Systems and
Software (ES&S) advised Williams
that she would be their only business
contact within the county.

It was noted that the school will
be using the voting machines in the
upcoming trustee election but the
company refused to sell ballots and
other materials to the school. Instead
the company referred the school to Ms.
Williams office i the courthouse and
advised that they handle all business
through her office.

At Ms. Williams request the com-
missioners passed a resolution stat-
ing that she was responsible only for
county, state and national elections.
Her only obligation to the school and
other governmental entities is to rent
the equipment to them. They must find
someway to acquire their ballots and
election supplies on their own.

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Big government?s
new pet project

Mandatory animal registration
burdensome, unnecessary

If your cat is planning to have klttens you better
take a number. The U.S. Department of Agriculture
has hatched the National Animal Identification
System (NAIS). The NAIS comes in response to
fears of mad cow disease and bioterrorism, even
though there are at
most three instances
of mad cow disease
in U.S. history and
no documented in-
stances of animals
being used for bio-
terrorism.

This program,
which began on a
voluntary basis in
2004, becomes man-
datory this year for
25 percent of prem-
ises where animals
are kept. Eventually,
all premises will be
required to register
their animals with
the government or

face crlmlnal penalties, including a fine of $1,000
per day. Every animal on the premises must be
given a radio-frequency identification tag (RFID).

States can choose to administer the program
themselves. For example, the Texas Legislature
has charged the Texas Animal Health Commission
with doing so. After an avalanche of protests from
small farmers at their last meeting, the Commission
will convene again on May 4 to consider whether
to begin enforcing mandatory registration.

Each state can determine the definition of a
“premise.” Texas and most other states will likely ex-
clude private pets, but persons who raise or transfer
animals will be covered. Accordingly, if a litter of
kittens is born and the owner wishes to sell or give
them away, the owner must register his premises and
tag the kittens with a 15-digit electronic identifica-

" tion-device. While large agribusiness operations
may have the wherewithal to implement this scheme,
small farmers throughout the nation are bracing for
an unbearable regulatory burden. Even high school
4-H or FFA programs will have to comply with this
mandate, although the Commission is considering
an amendment to allow them to register each project
rather than every animal.

Small ranchers are worried that the compliance
costs of registering their premises and animals
will make their business an endangered species.
Harold Renfro, a Nacogdoches County rancher,
told the Lufkin Daily-News, “I think that this is an
undermining of the small farmers, and ranchers. I
believe that this is just another way to get people to
quit farming and raising their own livestock. They
have already put the small packing houses out of
business because of all the red tape.”

The red tape associated with the NAIS does not
end after a premises owner registers his premises
and tags and registers his animals. Rather, the
burden continues as the owner must report, within
24 hours, any missing animal, any missing tag,
the sale of an animal, the death of an animal, the
slaughter of an animal, the purchase of an animal,
the movement of an animal off the farm or home-
stead, or the movement of an animal onto the farm
or homestead.

The Texas Organic Farmers and Gardeners As-
sociation stated in its comments to the Commission,

COLLEGE STATION, Texas — During
the midst of a record-breaking wildfire sea-
son in Texas, state fire officials uncovered a
disturbing trend: 85 percent of the large fires
occurred within two miles of a community.
More than 400 homes have burned in the

 state since Dec. 27, 2005—far surpassing any

previous fire season.

Texas Forest Service wants to remind
Texans that “wildfire preparedness begins at
home,” which is the theme of Texas Wildfire
Awareness Week, April 1-8.

“We want to emphasize that individuals
can take several simple steps well in advance

of a wildfire that could make a difference in
whether or not a home survives,” said Texas
Forest Service Director Jim Hull. “Waiting
until a wildfire is bearing down on your home
is not the time to try to save it. Prepare in
advance, and that might save your home as
well as your life.”

Communities and neighborhoods at risk
for wildfires can work together to make sure
they can withstand a wildfire by becoming
a Firewise Communities/USA (information
available at www.firewise.org) or by imple-
menting a Community Wildfire Protection
Plan (CWPP), http://texasforestservice.tamu.

edu/shared/article.asp?DocumentID=1209.
The CWPP empowers communities to take
the lead in developing a plan which reduces
risks before a wildfire occurs.

“Because so many people are moving to
once-rural areas, firefighters face increas-
ing challenges to protect lives and property
during a wildfire,” Hull said. “Texans can
do their part by ensuring their homes and
communities are Firewise.”

Texas Wildfire Awareness Week events
are scheduled throughout the state that teach
Firewise principles and provide tips on how
to protect your property from wildfires.

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Conservation Reserve Program sign-up

A Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram (CRP) general sign-up began
on Monday, March 27 and continue
through April 14, 2006. CRP par-
ticipants may voluntarily enroll
highly erodible and other cropland
in CRP through long-term con-
tracts of 10 years. On the enrolled
land, participants plant grasses and
other vegetation designed for con-
servation and wildlife. In exchange,
participants receive annual rental
payments and a payment of up to 50
percent of the cost of establishing
conservation covers.

With a current enrollment,
CRP’s cooperative conservation
has produced a wealth of benefits
for our nation, and is nearing the
maximum allowable acreage of

39.2 million. The planted veg-
etation prevents 450 million tons
of soil from eroding each year.
By reducing water runoff and
sedimentation, CRP safeguards
drinking water supplies for mil-
lions of Americans. Thousands of
wildlife species are thriving in the
2 million acres of wetlands CRP
has restored.

As in previous general sign-ups,
the Farm Service Agency (FSA)
will evaluate eligible CRP offers
with the Environmental Benefits
Index (EBI), a ranking of the
land’s contribution to improv-
ing soil retention, water quality,
wildlife habitat and air quality.
FSA will determine the EBI cutoff
after the sign-up ends by analyzing

the EBI factors of all offers. Since
the EBI cutoff used in previous
sign-ups may be different for this
sign-up, those who met previous
EBI thresholds are not guaranteed
a contract under this sign-up.

There is limited acreage avail-
able for enrollment. FSA encour-
ages landowners to work with their
local FSA office to maximize the
environmental benefits of their
CRP offers. Offers accepted under
this sign-up will become effective
Oct. 1, 2006.
