Eldorado is not exactly on fire but
its very economic life depends upon
the money that 1is stored within it.
‘Wise citizens, very often without
thinking send their money into the
surrounding woods, where blg city
timber men use it to build up their
city,

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EDITORIAL

Many people are beginning to won-
der just how far the Department of
Agriculture will go in its efforts to
secure absolute control of the.-growing.
marketing and processing of all agri-
cultura] commodities, if given a free
hand in the making of our laws.

Judging from the proposed amend-
ments to the Agricultural Adjustment
Act now before Congress, the sky lIs
the limit. If these amendments are
adopted as wrltten, .the farmer may
have little or nothing to say about the
kind or quantity of crops he grows.
while buyers and handlers of thess
crops will have even less to say as to
prices to be paid, the quantity to be
bought, or the price at swhich the man-
ufactured product may be sold.

Somewhat similar amendments were
prepared for the AAA a year ago but
were defeated in the Senate. The oy
ponents of the 1934 ameidments hela
the bill gave the Secretary of Agricu-
ture too wide in relation to
the conditions under which our farm-
ers would be compelled to operate.

The amendments proposed this year
“for the AAA are even more ul»]eétlun-
able In that while the Secretary woula
be given all the authority sought a
vear ago he would be able to wideun
the scope of his activity to include ev-
ery person  or unit engaged in the
handling of any and every ngricimm\
" al commodity or product thereof. His

anthority to enforce department or
ders would nlso be greatly strength-
ened.

The first amendment provides that

powers

the Secretary may substitute commo-

dity paymoufs for the present cash
payments to the farmers in the settle-
ment for their erop reductions. Farm-
ers who have corn-hog contracts coula
hereafter be paid with

cotton ot

wheat, or with whatever commodities
the Secretary had in greatest quantity
or found the most difficulty in mar-
keting.
The AAA is presumed to be basea
upon  voluntary -cooperation of th(-
farmer with the Federal Government.
If the proposed amendments are mad:
a part of the law, there will be little
left of the voluntary idea. Farmers
who do not sign allocations of crop
contracts may easily find themselves
without a market. ¢

The bill as written gives the Seécre-
tary of Agriculture the power to en-
force a license upon more than a mil-

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The legislature reached the hallway
action taken on less than half a hun-
dred of the 1100 general bills poured
into its hopper since it convened. Buu
commlittees have been working earn-
estly on the big job of sifting the chaff
from the wheat, and the near future
will bring the beginning of final ac-
tion oi such important problems as de-
partmental appropriations, prohibition
repeal submission, racetrack betting,
the Centennial appropriation, public
utility regulation and additiona] tax-
ation—including the highly controver-
sial sales tax.

Senotar Joe Hill of Henderson, who
favors resubmission of prohibition re-
peal, threw the liquor lobby into vio-
lent spasms with his proposal to sub-
mit a constitutional amendment that
would repeal state prohibition, but
would establish a state monopoly in
the sale of hard liquor. It would ex-
tend the local option privilege to coun-
ties as in the pre-prohibition era, and
lorbid open saloons. DBut the state of
Texas would be the only entity that
could make any money out of retail-
ing liquor—and the boys who sell or
want to sell llquor hate the ‘very
thought of that system.

‘The state of Texas is a penurious
employer sometimes. When the rail-
road commission was established yearg
the were givewr
$25600 a year to regulate railroads.
Eventually, the federal government
took over most of the work of that
job. So when utilities were added to
the commission’s duties, the legisla-
lature gave the commissoners anothec
$1000 a year to regulate them. Later,
regulation of the oil industry became
the task of the commission, so anoth-
er $1000 a year was added to then
salaries, making $4500 a year.
