Early reports from the Census of­

fice indicate that the decline in the 
birthrate in the past ten years is 
greater than ever. It begins to look 
as if, in another ten years we will 
have come to an annual increase of 
only 500,000 or less than one half of 
one percent, in population.

■ nifiance.
' Cities will hot grow so fast. Few­

er new schools wll be needed. Heal 
estate values will not increase so ra­
pidly.

INSECTS

The other day at my farm home we 
stalled to replace a worn door sill. 
Wlieu we took the old board off we 
fond that black antjS ha deaten away 
tlie heavy timber which forms the sill 
of the ho.use itself, for a distance of 
several feet. We took out more than 
two quarts of ants and about a pint 
of ant eggs, and then had the expen­
sive: job of fitting a new timber in 
place.

The war between man and insects 
is renflesii arid unceasing. Along the 
Cvniutry roads near my home I fre- 
(pieutly meet this Summer the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture “bug. men' 
who are spraying trees in the effort 
ti) get rid of the .Tapanese beetle, our 
newest insect pest. I found a great 
colony of tent moths in an old pas­
ture beyond my woodlot. A new pest 
is beginning to eat up oak and maple 
trees up our way ; another is destroy­
ing the willows along the brook and 
river.

Most of these pests, like the gypsy 
.moth which is killing the New Eng­
land elms, and the chestnut blight, 
which .has destroysed every rhestnut 
tree in .the Bast, are imported. The 
Government maintains a plant guaran 
t.ne, but every now and then some 
new pest slips across the border.

WE ARE STILL RURAL

Ac-curclihg to the United States Cen­
sus, the majbrity of the ijeople of the 
United States live in ‘‘urban” rather 
than- ■•rural” population as against 
4S;(t -percent rural. The Census of 1930 
will undoubtedly show a much larger 
l^roportion living in communities of a 
size which the Federal government 
calls urban.

The catch in this is in the definition 
(1’ ■‘ubarn” and "rural.” The Govern­
ment's position is the ai'bitrary one 
that any community with more than
2.000 inhabitants in “urban” and any­
thing less than that in size is ‘'imral." 
VUe agree that the line has to be 
drawn somewhere, but we submit that 
this is drawing it too far down the 
line.

Certainly thei'e are thousands of com 
munities of more than 2,500 popula­
tion whose Interests are still rural, 
whose inhabitants have not got 1 1 ■■ 
big city point of view o napy, of the 
important matters of manners morals 
and ..out look on life generally. We can 
name cities of 50,000 and more whose 
intere.sts, are still almost entirely agri 
cultural, or n lines which depend dir­
ectly upon agriculture; and a city like 
that, no matter what its size, is de- 
fnitely rural.

Rural communities are growing in 
size; , that is . clear fi-om the incomi 
plete Census reports already published. 
Towns which had 2,500 population ten 
years ago are now for the most part 
nearer 5,000. But that does not make 
them any the less rural.

^Ve are almost inclined to agree with 
the New, .York Times, which suggests 
that only cities .of .100,000 or more 
should, be classed as urban. If that 
classification -were a.dopted about 36,-
500.000 of the people of tre United 
States would be in the. .urban; group, 
and' the remaining 70 percent. would 
still be rutal folk.

Terracing In Texas

Iq 1920 only 6S9.000 acres of Texas 
lands were terraced; in 1925 the ter­
raced acreage had increased to about 
1,600,000 acres. It Is now placed at 
about 3,700,000 acres, and the work 
extends to 202 of the counties of the 
state. In most instances he inerest in 
terracing is due directly to county 
farin' agents or to voocational agri­
cultural teachers in the public schools. 
It is resulting in a great saving of 
Texas soil and in increased crop prod 
uction but there is still far too much 
good soil being washed into the gulf.

Conserving Texas Soil

In the next ten years greater at­
tention will be centered In conserving 
Texas water and soil. It is probable

that irrigation will be increased at 
least five fold, the waters of the rver 
watershed being stored in reservoirs

jlertility from the washing of the lands 
All this will mean far greater wealth 
lor Texas..

PROPOSING A CONSTITUTIONAIi 
I A»IBNI>MENT TO BE VOTED ON 

NOVEMBER 4, 1930.
Be It resolved by the legislature of 
the State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 5 of Article 
8 of the Constitution of the State of 
Texas be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

The Legislature shall meet every 
two years at such time as may be pro­
vided by law and at other times when 
convened by the Governor. When con­
vened in regular Session, the firM 
thirty days thereof shall be devoted to 
the introduction, of bills and resolu­
tions, acting -npon emergency appro­
priations, passing uimn. the confirma­
tion of the recess appointees of the 
Governor and such emergency matters 
In special messages to the Legislature; 
provided that during the succeeding 
thirty days o f the regular session of 
the Legislature the various committees 
of each House shall hold hearings to 
consider all bills and resolutions and 
other matters then pending; and such 
emergency matters as may be submit­
ted by the Governor: provided further 
that during the following sixty days 
the Legislature shall act upon mich 
bills and resolutions as may be then 
pending and upon such emergency 
matters as may be submitted by the 

, Governor in specia;! messages to the 
liegislature; provided however, either 

, House may otherwise determine - its 
order of business by ap affirmath'e 
vote of four-fifths of its membership.

Sec. 2. That Section 24 of Article 
S of the Constitution of the Btate of 
Texas be amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows: *

Members of_the Legislation shall re­
ceive from the public Treasury a per 

» diem of not exceeding $10.00 per day 
for the first 120 days of each session 
and after that not exceeding $5.00 per 
day for the remainder of the session.

In addition to the per diem the 
members Of each House shall be en­
titled to mileage in ..going to and re­
turning from the seat of government, 
which mileage shall not exceed $2.50 
for every 25 miles, the distance to be 
computed by the nearest and most di­
rect route of travel, from a table 
of distances prepared by the Comlp- 
troller to each county seat now or 
hereafter to be establlshedj no mem­
ber to be entitled to mileage for any 
extra session that may be called with­

ngs for the use of the University of 

Texas, or in bonds issued under and 
by virtue of the- Federal Farm Loan 
Act approved by the President of the 
United States, July 17, 1916, and
amendments thereto; and the interest 
accruing thereon shall be subject to 
appropriation by the Legislature to ac­

I When the Hunter boys of Sparta, 
111., bi’oke the world’s endurance rec­
ord in flying they started something.

Every boy in the United States, it 
would seem, is trying to emulate the 
young flyers.

I True, the boys haven’t any air-

-— 10 a boy. Jimmy Clemons of Racine,, 
Wisconsin, first conceived the idea of 
climbing iqt into a tree and staying 
thei'e, as a test of endurance.

Herewitli I hand you a copy of a 
letter I am writing to the candidates 
for the nomination for attorney gener­
al. In addition to the issues which 
relate peculiarly to that office I beg 
to submit the following questions 
which call for direct expression from 
you as a candidate for the nomination 
of governor.

The result is that the tax pay­
ers of this state are assessed the full 
proceeds of their cotton crop to meet 
all demonds of the fee grabbers and 
other exploiters of government and the 
per capita fa^atlori' in Texas exceeds 
the per capita taxation in Germany, 
liedt ridden a tshat nation is on ac­
count of itswar debts. All taxes in 
Texas should be and may be heavily 
reduced provided its controlling of­
ficials will give ther earnest efforts to 
the public welfare rather than to the 
exploitation of selfish and personal 
ends.

V 2. It has been shown by the reports 
-of the Federal Trade Commission that 
the Public Utilities,, partcularly the 
General Electric Trust, which controls 
nearly all of the business based upon 
electricity, together with its sub­
sidiaries, have a strangle-hold upon 
this state.-This Trust is far more ex­
tortionate in its demands and auto-

cratic in its admjnstraton than Stand­
ard Oil ever was. It has planted its 
agents in every department of the 
state government an dhas issued ord­
ers to the legislature from time to 
time which have nearly always been 
impllcity obeyed. On accoimt of its 
control of the politicians of this state 
It imposes charges upon . the public 
largely in excess of its charges in 
other states.

It should be added that the reports 
of the Federal Trade Commission show 

jthat the Electric Trust is spending 
! millions of dollars throughout the 
; nation to buy up and control the press. 
Its system of propaganda covers Tex-
i as like a blanket. It is the first rule ̂■
of its propaganda service not to per­
mit the public to know any material 
fact in relation to its operations 
which it can suppress.

If elected governor do you pledge 
unceasing warfare against the crimin­
al aggressions of this Trust committed 
•against the general welfare of the peo­
ple of Texas?

3. Our court procedime, civil and 
criminal, is a d i s g r a c e  to 
'civilization. It feeds graft, protects 
I criminals, encourages perjury and mag 
Unifies technicality. It exsts because 
I It gives an advantage to the shyster 
I lawyer and shyster lawyer^ in the leg­
islature refuse to change it.
