Everybody who has ever watched
the window-cleaners at work on the
outside of a skyscraper bas shuddered
at the thought of what would happen
if the. workers safety-belt broke while
he was cleaning the thirtieth-story
windows. The belts do break, occa-
siomally, or the cleaner’s foot slips
and he falls to his death,

Every reader of detective stories
knows that ‘two individuals never
leave the same sort of fingerprints,
and that the fingerprint records of the
great police departments are organized
so that the imprint of any known crim
inal can be referred o at once.

Few realize that in the Department
of ‘Justice at Washington is maintain-
ed the largest international collec-
tion. of fingerprint records in the
world;, comprising photographs of the
- fingermarks of “mote-than - 2,100;000 |
persons who have been accused or sus
pected of crime.

Some have proposed that every
child’s fingerprints be taken when he
first enters school, and preserved as
a  permanent record of his identity.
“Thee are many cases in which such
records would be invaluable, but we
are lax about such things. Half of
the states do not even keep a record
of births|.
