According to newspaper re­

ports, the Eldiradq High School 
was one of the twenty second 
schools id Teras to be placed on 
the list of the Southern Asso­
ciation for this year. This is in­
deed a forward step for our 
high school. It is only the larger 
high schools in the state that 
are admitted to this Association. 
Pupils to be graduated from the 
Eldorado High School may now 
enter college or university in the 
United States and, receive full 
credit for the work completed 
while in high school.

The minimum standard to be 
maintained by a school placed on 
this list is high. Some of the re­
quirements are as follows:

1. The school year shall con­
sist of not less than 17'5 days 
exclusive of holidays.

2. At least 75 per cent of the 
teachers in high school must 
hold a Bachelor’s Degree from 
colleges approved by the Asso­
ciation.

3. No teacher is allowed to 
carry a teaching load of more 
than six daily recitations.

4. The school building must 
meet certain requirements as to 
lighting, heating, ventilation, 
furniture, etc.

5. The efficiency of instruc­
tions, the acquired habits of 
thought and speech, the general 
intellectual and moral tone of a 
school are paramount factors, 
and therefore, only schools 
which rank, well in these partic­
ulars as evidenced by rigid, thor 
ough-going, systematic inspec­
tion, shall be. considered eligible 
for the list.

6. No school is considered un­
less a regular annual report is 
furnished and a regular inspec­
tion made of the school.

7. In regard to the library, it 
is required that the school have 
at least five books per student 
and a good general newspaper 
and from five to fifteen period­
icals. The teacher librarian must 
have had library science and 
training TnNibrary work. The 
library must be kept open all 
hours of the day but open only 
under supervision.

Our nation has had 
much sorrow in the 155 years of Its 
existence. In that time we have

1907-1914-1921 and the present.

I venture to state that in each of 
these periods there were those who 
had doubts of the, future just as- we 
have them today, but what happened 
after each depression? Our country 
recovered, to be better- and stronger 
than ever, its people were Introduced 
to modes of living they never dreamed 
of, until today, notwithstanding our 
depression, we live on the highest 
plane of any nation In the world.

BY BANK GOSSIP

National Association Declares 
Community Interests Demand 

Protection Against Idle 
Rumors

OOTH  in their advertising and In 
their direct contacts with cus­

tomers and others, bankers should 
"consciously and persistently devote 
more time and thought to keeping 
people mindful of the fact that while 
the bank has many obligations toward 
its customers, equally Is it true that 
the depositor also has certain obliga­
tions to the bank to enable It to prop­
erly maintain its position In the com­
munity,” a recent statement of the 
American Bankers Assclation de­
clares.

“A bank admittedly is a semi-public 
Institution and there is a mutuality 
of obligation resting upon both th# 
banker and his customers to maintain 
the effective functioning of that Insti­
tution that Is superior to the personal 
interests of either,” it says.

Bankers might well consciously de­
vote greater effort to building up th# 
public viewpoint in their communities 
that due to their public obligations 
and burden of public interest, th# 
banks are entitled to protection 
against Ill-informed or malicious gos­
sip and rumors, the statement Bays.

“As to banks in some states, bank 
slander laws afford this protection,” 
it points out. “We recommend that 
this protection be availed of by definite 
action wherever practical both as a 
matter of Immediate expediency an 
also to awaken public opinion as to 
the dangers of idle gossip about a 
community’s banking institutions.”

How to Make Old Santa’s 

White Beard Fireproof
NEVER a Christmas passes without 

accidents from fire. Last Christ­
mas a schoolmaster who had dressed 
up as Santa Claus was badly burned 
through the cotton-wool of which his 
white beard was made catching fire.

It Is not easy to find a substitute 
for cotton-wool, but It is not dlfficalt 
to make cotton-wool fireproof. Dis­
solve an ounce and a half of powdered 
alum in hot water and soak the wool 
in it. Then dry the wool and fluff it 
out again. Cotton-wool treated in this 
way will smoulder, but not blaze.

Even tissue paper can be made quite 
safe by dipping it in a solution of am­
monium sulphate, boracic acid, and 
water. It must be dipped quickly and 
dried at once.

Canvas or similar material used for 
stage decoration may be fireproofed 
by a solution of ammonium sulphate, 
gypsum, and water. Take four ounces 
of each and use just enough water to 
make a liquid about as thick as thin 
paste. Then spread it on the fabric 
with a brush.

I do not believe it is an Imprac­
ticable dream to bring about an era 
of more intelligent saving and spend­
ing an the part of our people. It is 
not impossible to change the habits of 
the population. It has been done In 
many lines. The habits of our people 
have been improved and the health 
of the nation promoted In many ways 
by consistent programs of advertising 
and education that have brought 
about better hygienic understanding 
and practices.

The medical profession has virtual­
ly banished the scourge of some dis­
eases by persistent, intelligent cam­
paigns of preventive sanitary meas­
ures and inoculations, requiring new 
understandings, new habits among 
many millions of our people. Also a 
large part of this evolution of public 
health improvement has naturally de­
veloped through the intelligent adver­
tising of many products that have to 
do with bodily care.

NATION’S FINANCE 
STANDS TEST WELL

Economic Policy Commission of 
Bankers Association Points 

Out How 22.G0Q Banks 
Protect P ublic  Interest

Judge Ocie Speer announces 
this week as a candidate for As­
sociate Justice of the Supreme 
Court at the July primary, to 
succeed Judge William Pierson.

Judge Speer is a native of 
Texas and is 62 years old. He 
was for twelve years Associate 
Justice of the Court of Civil Ap­
peals at Fort Worth, and for 
four years a member of the 
Commission of Appeals to the 
Supreme Court. His term on the 
Commission expired two years 
ago, since which time he has 
resided and practiced law in Aus 
tin.

Besides his long service on 
the bench, he is the author of a 
number of legal works, includ­
ing the Law of Married Women 
in Texas, 1901: Law, of Martial 
Rights in Texas, 1916; Law1 of 
Briefing, 1925; Third Edition of 
Law of Martial Rights in Texas, 
1929; Adoption, Bastardy, Chat­
tel Mortgages, Cotennacy, Des­
cent and Distribution, Husband 
and Wife, articles appearing in 
Texas Jurisprudence, the most 
comprehensive legal publication 
ever undertaken for Texas.

His latest work is The Law of 
Special Issues in Texas, a prac­
tical text book just from the 
press.

Judge Speer has probably 
written more pages of Texas law 
than any other judge or text- 
writer.

He is a member of the Amer­
ican and the Texas State, Bar 
Associations.

He served as a Member of 
the Court of Appeals fo rthe M. 
E. Church South from 1914 to 
1918.

He was active in securing the 
franchise for women in Texas 
primaries before the'Nineteenth 
Amendment.

He is known as an authority 
on the martial laws and others 
affecting the property rights of 
women in this State.

He has appeared before the 
Supreme Court in some of the 
most important cases in the 
State, the latest perhaps being 
the one involving the recent Act 
of the Legislature, remitting 
tax penalties and interest, in 
which he, in asscoiation with 
Governor Moody, Senator Love 
and other attomtys, argued in 
support of the law.

He expects soon to issue an 
address, touching some matters 
of practice and procedure in the 
appellate courts, which he think 
will simplify procedure and ex­
pedite decisions"that are often 
too long delayed.

No more important office is to 
be filled by popular vote than 
that of membership in the Su­
preme Court, and none but men 
of the best training and the rip­
est experience should be given 
the tremendous power which 
that office holds.

worldwide scale with unprecedented 
severity.

“The effects of every one of them 
have assailed the banks with destruc­
tive forces because they are of the very 
essence of a bank’s economic sub­
stance. Yet, as we have shown, the 
great bulk of our banking deposits has 
been protected without harm, and cur 
banks in a vast majority have con­
tinued to serve, support and strength­
en their customers and their commu­
nities with unflagging and uncon- 

(quered devotion.”

Court Restrains 
Enforcement Of 

Texas Truck Law
NEW ORLEANS, La., Dec. 7. 

—A special three-Judge Federal 
Court Monday granted an in­
junction to H. B. Sage of Flint, 
Mich., and other operators of 
busses and trucks in Texas, re­
straining Texas State officials 
from enforcing the Texas motor 
truck regulation law against 
them.

The law, requiring interstate 
and intrastate bus and truck 
operators to secure operating 
licenses from the Teras Railroad 
Commission, was attacked by 
the complaining operators as un 
constitutional in the lower court 
where District Judge William 
Hawley Atwell issued a restrain 
ing order against the defendant 
officials.

The ruling had the effect of 
! continuing this restraining or­
der through Federal injunction. 
The three-Judge court, however, 
did not pass on the constitution­
ality of the statute.

Circuit Judge J. C. Hutcheson 
District Judge W. I. Grubb of 
Alabama and District Judge At­
well of Texas composed the spe­
cial court. Elbert Hooper, First 
Assistant Attorney General for 
Texas, defended the State stat­
ute in Monday’s hearing.— Dal­
las News.
