RANGE PROGE AM WILL BRING MONEY
TO TEXAS RANCHERS AND STOCKMEN

LONE STAR STATE CATTLE-
MEN TO SHARE IN CASH
BENEFITS OF AAA

Washington, Jan 18.—For
the first time in the history of the
New Deal, the Texas and Okla-
homa rancher and stockman is
to share in the cash beneiits.
The 1937 AAA program, drawn
up with the - livestock interests,
ance of the - livestock interests,
has just been announced . The
entire purpose is to encourage
through a system of cash pay-
ments, adoption of range im-
provement practices in Oklaho-
man and West Texas.

All of the practices for whicl
payments are offered were plac-
ed in the program at the request
or suggestion of representatives
of the range-livestock industry
in Texas and Oklahoma. The
practices have all been proved
workable in Government experi-
ments and by piactical applica-
tion on ranches.  The program
is similar to.the range prograii
in Western Division Stdtes 1aSe
year except that somse of tue
practices for which paymeits
will be made are especiaily aaap-
ted to the Texas-Oklahoma area.

To Fix Grazing Capacity

Payments to an individuai
ranch will be based upon the
“range-building allowance,” es-
tablishing the limit. on the a-
mount of money that may be

‘cow, five

earned for carrying out range-
building practices on the ranch.
The range-building allowance is
calculated by multiplying the
established grazing capacity of
the ranch by $1.50.

The grazing capacity, which
will be established by the county
agricultural conservation com-
mittee upon the basis of an ex-
amination of the range, means
the number of animal units (an
animal unit is one horse, one
sheep or five goais)
which the range land will sus-
tain on a 12-months basis over
a period of years without injury
to torage, tree growth or water-
shed.

Practices and Conditions

Following is a complete list of
practices for the Texas-Oklaho-
ma range area for - which pay-
ments will be made, not in ex-
cess of the range-building allow
ance, with the rates and condi
don of payment:

Reseeding by Deferred Graz-
ing—For withholding 25 per
cent.of the ranch from grazing
for a period of six months, be-
ginning May, 1, 1937. (If graz-
ing is deferred on less than 25
per cent of the ranch a propor-
tionate payment will be made.)
Payment will not be made for
this practice if the operator per-
mits the remainder of the range
land on the ranch to be over-

WCRKABLE AUTOMOBILE
COMPENSATION LAWS

Proposals for compulsory au-
tomobile liability © insurance ap-
pear perenmially when state leg-
islatures meet.  Fortunately for
the public only one state, Mass-
achusetts, has so far passed such
a law—but there is always the
danger that other states may
take the step.

Compulsory insurance in Mass-
achusetts—where it has been
given a long and exhaustive test
—has been almost a complete
failure. In theory the law may
be good, but in practice it has
produced grave and apparently
insoluble problems.

For example; since the pass-
age of the act there’ has been a
substantial increase in Massach-

insurance rates,
due in large part to the increasea
igitation the act has caused. It
s true that there have been in-
creases in most other states as
vell—the inevitable result of -a
raring accident © toll—but the
idassachusetts rise has been well
ibove the national average.

Worst of all, perhaps, the act
1as caused a tremendous court
ongestion. At times the Mass-
ichusetts -~ courts have  been
nonths behind in handling cas-
s, it being physically impossible
o keep up with suits filed. Be-
sond question, the act has pro-
/ided the accident racketeer with
1 fertile field—as all Massachu-
setts-licensed cars are insured, he
can file actions promiscuousiy
tnowing that in a percentage of
ases he will coliect.  All motor-
sts pay, through the cost of In-
surance, for this kind of racker-
ering. :

It would seem that the solu-
iion to the liability question lies
in financial responsibility laws—
tried out successfully in a num-
ber of states—under which «
motorist guilty of an accident
must pay any judgements a-
gainst him, and provide for fut-
are judgements through insur-
ance, and avoids the weakness
and inequalities that have ap-
peared in the working-out of the
Massachusetts act.

South Speeds Tempo
Of Industrial Boom
For 37 Records

Survey By All-South Develop-
ment Council Shows Progress
In All Lines

New Orleans, La., (Special).
“Way down South in Dixie” is
being ‘set to the music of cash
register bells for 1937, and the
tempo is being speeded up to
the pace of a boom-time cresen-
do by Southern industrial leaders.
A survey made by the All-
South Development Council as
the year ended indicates indus-
trialists are preparing for an en-
core of the increased business
enjoyed during the past year.
They predict still- higher notes in
the commercial score = will be
sounded in the coming months
by the hum of new paper mills,
the blast of whistles on factories
running on near-capacit’y scale
and the roar of trains rushing
record orders of cotton goods
and other finished products to
market.

Harmonizing with the trend
towards greater expansion is the
attitude of the South in clearing
the way for industrial develop-
ment by protecting its natural
resources and manufacturing en-
terprises from harassment by ex-
cessive - taxation, the survey
points out. It emphasizes that
the movement for stabilization
of taxes, plus the co-operative
and understanding  spirit shown
by state and local governments
in discarding extreme
posals, will make for a flow of
new capital to the South in 1937,
bringing greater wealth and pro-
sperity to the entire region.

“Forecasts of executives in
various enterprises in the South
show confidence that 1937 will
bring expanded activity, with a
general increase ranging from 10
to 15 per cent in value of goods
produced and a similar increase
in sales volume,” according to a
report of the Council.

“Increased employment for
thousands of persons is indicated
by renewed purchasing power,
seen in retail sales gains of 14
new markets is assured by the
influx of capital attracted to the
South,” the report states.

“Value of the 1936 cotton
crop in the United States is esti-
mated at $744,000,000, as com-
pared with $590,140,000 for
the preceding year—a gain of
more than 26 per cent. It is
virtually impossible to estimate
the value of the 1037 crop at
this time, but from the best ava-
ilable data it is believed that
cotton consumption in 1937 will
per cent, while the opening of
reach 7,500,000 bales, although
more dptirhistic observers pre-
dict it will go as high as 3,000,-
000 bales. ' :

CONTOUR RIDGES
ON PASTURE LAND

One hundred miles of contour
ridges, seven miles of field terra-
ces and listing and overseeding
with pasture grass seed a cultiva-
ted field are conservation practi-
ces being established on the
Glenn R. Lewis place in coop-
eration with the Soil Conserva-
tion Service. Also, contour till-
age, strip cropping, crop rota-
tion, control grazing, with water
spreading on a cultivated field,
will be used to form a complete
coordinated soil and water con-
servation program.

One hundred and seventy acr-
es of pasture will have one huu-
dred miles of ‘contour ridges
form a permanent  barrier
against the loss of water. On
this fairly level pasture two ex-
tra acre inches of water can be
Leld on the land by the contour
ridges from one big rain. Twen-
ty-seven acres that were in cul-
tivation will be solid listed o
{he contour and overseeded with
western wheat grass and blue
grama. The overseeding will
reduce by several years the time
required for grass cover fo Dbe
reestablished on this area. The
area is being reseeded to grass
for better ldnd use since this 1s
the most sloping land of the en-
tire 400 acres and lies in posi-
tion. where outside water enters
the farm.

A seventy-two acre field will
be terraced level with ends oi
terraces closed to hold all the
water. A second field with nine
ty-five acres will have a system
of terraces and rock ' masomur}
structures with flood gates so ax
to use or by-pass the run-of’
water from four hundred acres
of adjacent land. Experiment
Station rseults indicate a° much
better vegetal growth is assurea
by use of all the rainfall com-
mon to this area.

Birdwell’s opening message (o
Texas teachers and laymen fol-
lows:  In Texas, a few things
may be indicated as of immedi-
ate importance.

1. We should cash in on the
two or three years of curricul-
um  studies. ~Emerging now are
improved subject matter organ-
ization, a more direct and vital
method of instruction, more pu-
pil participation in classroom ac-
tivities and in institutional wel-
fare, and, therefore, a better re-
lationship all around.

2. Equal and exact justice to
teachers on all levels of service
is of great moment. Inequaliti-
es and injustices in certificate
laws should be corrected. Sai-
aries should be based on prépar-
ation and efficiency.  The re-
sults would be better instruction
and a much better morale in the
teaching forces of the state.

3. In obedience to the will of
as expressed in the

the people,
Constitutional Amendment re-
cently voted upon, the faithful
teacher must be placed above
want in his old age. A sound
security act must be written.
The Legislature will, no doubt,
do its part. If the teachers
themselves = will agree on the
general principles involved, and
friends of education everywhere
will stand by, this matter will
come to final determination with-
in the next six months.

4. In a changing, growing so-
ciety, the need for increasing
financial support is always pre-
sent. The duties of citizenship
are growing in complexity. More
education in extent and better
education in quality are clearly
indicated. Both will require
more money and it will have to
be more carefully expended. A
“cheap education” will not meet

the needs, nor satisfy the ambi-

tions of the people of Texas for
their children. .

5. But if any of the above 1s
to be, there must be complete
cooperation among the various
agencies that are trying to Im-
prove society.

Austin.—Swinging slowly in-
to' motion, _the 45th legislature
during its first week took no has-
ty action upon the score of high-
ly controversial subjects tossed
into its arena by Gov. James V.
Allred’s message, hut manifested
a disposition to acclimate itself
to the Austin atmosphere, and
delay serious business until after
the. inaugural festivities  this
week.

Reaction to the governors
message was varied. Most mems-
bers believed the governor show-
ed commendable courage and
frankness in outlining the state’s
need of more than $12,000,000
a year of additional tax revenus.
Some “were critical, - because Al
Ired had. consistently assured . tii
state that there would be no neec
for new taxes, and only nomina.
need for increases in existing
taxes. The ' governor, quoting
Emerson, “kissed off’’ these cam-
paign premises by declaring the
state’s financial situation wa:
more grave than he had prev-
iously known, and declaring he
would “rather be right than con-
sistent.”’

MESSAGE CONFIDENT

He indicated ‘great confidence
that this- legislature would be
more harmonious and more co
operative than the previous ormc,
when he put the solons on notice
he would veto any attempt to
liberalize the old age pension act
veto any appropriation measures
which did not carry with them
revenue-raising  provisions  to
meet . the expenditure; and veto
any public utility regulation act

that carried a provision requir-
ing municipalities desiring to es-
tablish municipal . utility plants,
to offer to buy existing private-
ly owned plants first. :
