TURKEY PROFIT IN
McCULLOCH IS $4.70
AVERAGE PER HEN

BRADY, June 4—An aver-
age revenue of $4.70 per  hen
was realized by a group of Me-
Culloch county turkey raisers
on the sale of turkey' eggs dur-
ing the past three months.

A total of 21,310 turkey eggs
were shipped by these breeders
through the Brady Cooperative
Poultry Association under the!
direction of County Agent J. D.
Prewit. Shipments were made to
various parts of Texas, Oklaho-

na, Missouri, Towa, New Mex-
ico, Kentucky and other states.

The highest net average rev-
enue per hen was made by Tom
Bradley, Fife farmer, who had a
flock of 30 laying hens. This
flock netted its owner $181.56:
or $6.05 per hen on 1105 eggs.
In addition to the eggs sold,
Bradley retained 200 eggs for
setting purposes. ;

The largest individual ship-
per in the local association was

sold 3,100 eggs at

The total amount of eggs soid
by the Brady turkey growers
was $3,831.51. These eggsswere |
produced by 800 hens.
