CONTROL OF ROOT ROT

watering, especlally over-
head watering, should be
avoided, Also, house
plants may need to be re-
potted occulomll)' to pre~
vent a “pot bound” condi-
ition that favors root rot,
When systems of root rot

occur, remove all heavily
diseased or dead plants,
drench the soll with a fungi-
cide (Captan, PCNB or Ben~-
late), and water sparily, Be
sure to read labels and
follow directions carefully,
Do not reuse infested pot-
ting soll unless it has been
sterilized, Remember,
water plants thoroughly
but only often enough to
prevent wilting,

WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP

Fate and four seconds—deter
mined the world heavyweight box
g title when Champion Gene
Tunney went down for the “loag
count’ 14 according o boxing
history-—and came back 10 defeat
Jack Dempsey and retain his cham
pionship.

It was the night of September
2nd, 1927, A rabid crowd had
aid  $2,658,000the largest In
:.M history—1to witness Dempsey's
altempt 1o regain the crown he had
lost the year before. Both fighters
were in superb shape but Dempsey,
the challenger, was far superior to
the Dempsey who lost the title

Referee Dave Barry, at the be
ginning of the historic battle, re
mi both contestants of the new
boxing commission ruling: In a
knockdown, the count would not
be started until the aggressor had
retired 10 a neutral corner. The
gong sounded and the battle was
on. ‘ or the first six rounds, Tunney
was on the defensive with Dempsey
pounding him, trying 1o break
down his guard. The seventh saw
Dempsey change tactics, switching
from body attacks to the head. A
right caught Tunney on the head
and recled him against the ropes
Six sudden smashes with both
gloves and Tunney was down for
the count

Bedlam broke out in the stands
Impetuous -Dempsey had formed
the habit of hovering over his vic
tum in all his previous fights. Be-
fore the referee could persuade him
10 return 10 a neutral corner, the
tumekeeper had reached the count
of five over the prostrate Tunney
Jack immediately back-pedalled to
an off corner and the count was
renewed. At the count of nine—
fourteen seconds after the knock-
down-~Tunney had regained his
feet

In the remainder of the rounds,
Tunney recuperated and out-
punched Dempsey, scoring enough
points to retain his title

This was Dempsey's last great
fight. Tunney retired from the ring
a year later stull the champ. Box-
ing history has never repeated the
“long count,” but boxing fans sull
whip the controversial bout into
flames at the mention of the Ma-
nassa Mauler and the Marine. Par-
tcularly remembered is Dempsey,
whose disregard during four pre-
cious seconds of the new ruling re-

sulted ml':u failure 10 regain the
heavyweight boxing championship
of the world,
