McLean Board Accepts Partial 
Insurance Settlement Monday

The M cLean School 
Board accepted a partial 
settlement from Continental 
Insurance Company Mon 
day night during the regular 
monthly meeting of the 
board Gene Nance adjus 
tor from Amarillo, and Mrs 
Jane Simpson, the local 
insurance agent for the 
school, presented a sheet of 
figures to the board which 
detailed the insurance com 
pany's liability for a partial 
payment of $26.034 11

The school will receive a 
draft for the amount within 
the next few days, Nance 
said Nance apologized to 
the board for the delay in 
>ettiement of the claim

W e're embarrassed that 
this has taken so long." he 
said He explained that part 
of the problem was that an 
engineer from Houston had 
been sent to McLean by the 
insurance company after the 
McLean High School was 
damaged by lighten ing 
When the engineer com­
pleted his survey. Nance 
said, he concluded that 
lightning had not damaged 
plumbing, gas. and steam 
lines

However, school officials 
were convinced that the 
plumbing and gas lines 
were damaged during the 
storm Nance said that the 
company had agreed to pay 
for the plumbing and gas 
line work above the ground 
Below the ground work Is 
excluded in the policy. 
Nance said

The company agreed to 
pay 45 percent of the cost of 
the plumbing and conden 
sate lines. Nance said, 
based on 100 years life of 
the building Nance said

were in extrem ely bad 
shape, but the company 

agreed to pay because set­
tlement of the claim had 
taken so long

Part of the work has not 
been finished, Nance said, 
so there was no payment 
Included for the electrical 
work, the bond on the 

contractor, or the conden 
sate lines The partial pay­
ment includes $1932 54 for 
e m e r g e n c y  r e p a i r s ,  
$4927 58 for masonry work, 
and $4525 for roofing

The total repair bill for 
the damages caused by the 
lightning storm will be 
$57,141 The school will pay 
$18,336. which includes 
$7961 for the underground 
plumbing. $5850 for depre 
nation on plumbing. $2850 
for extra roofing, and $1167 
for the contractor's over­
head and profit

Nance said that he hoped

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The 47-year old gym 
nasium at Alanreed burned 
Saturday night in a spec 
tacular fire which drew fire 
fighters from McLean. Le 
fors, and Shamrock The 
two-story brick structure 
was totally destroyed by the 
time firemen reached the 
scene, however

Alanreed school board 
president Dick Bode credits 
the quick response of the 
McLean Volunteer Fire D e ­
partment with the saving of 
the new brick school build­
ing located within just a few 
yards of the gymnasium 
"W e 're  all very grateful to 
the McLean m en," Bode 
said " W e ’re sure that we 
would have lost the school If 
they hadn't gotten here so 
quickly."

The fire was reported 
about 10:15 p m  by Sid and 
Orville Keye. who live near 
the school The structure 
burned so quickly that the 
roof had already collapsed

by the time McLean flic 
department reached Alan 
reed, according to fire 
chief Jim  McDonald Me 
Donald said that the cause 
of the fire Is still unde 
termined

A  small storage structure 
which contained a 1974 
Dodge 12 passenger bus, 
also burned, destroying the 
bus. according to the school 
administrator Bill Adams 
"O u r other school bus was 
at the bus driver’s home 
that night," Adams said

Classes were dismissed at 
A lanreed M onday and 
Tuesday as school officials 
worked to restore water to 
the building The water 
pump and water lines were 
out of commission because 
of the fire, Adams said 
Smoke damage to the school 
was not severe, he said, 
with ventilation openings 
allowing some smoke in the 
building Windows on the

south side of the sc hoc 
near the gym. were cracked 
but held in place by sun 
screening

Adams said that the 
school board had not met 
yet to determine if a new 
facility would be built to 
replace the 60 by 80 fool 
building No damage es 
timates have been maJe 
yet. Adams said, but the 
building was insured

The old gymnasium had 
been the site of many 
co m m unity  activities in 
Alanreed through the years 
An annual junior high ba- 
ketball tournament was held 
for years there, and at least 
47 Alanreed reunions had 
met in the building

All medicines sold legally in the United State» are classified a» either legend or non le­
gend drugs. Legend drugs carry the following statement or, rather, legend.

CAUTION: FEDERAL’ LAW PROHIBITS DISPENSING WITHOUT PRESCRIPTION
Nonlegend drugs (also referred to as over-the-counter drugs or, simply, OTC's) do not 

bear this legend and can be obtained without prescription.
What determines the classification of a drug? The decision . . . made by the Food and 

Drug Administration . . .  is primarily based on safety. The decision is not always an easy 
one. The Administration appears to be conservative and places most new drugs in the le­
gend class. Drugs thnt produce potentially dangerous side effects may be placed in the le­
gend class as many drugs that require supervised use.

There has been in  interesting trend during the past few years to remove drugs from the 
legend class and place them in the OTC class. This makes more helpful drugs available to 
the public. As consumers become even more informed, this trend will probably continue.

The IRS explains, paid 
preparers are responsible 
for providing a copy of the 
completed return to the 
client for his/her records 
when the client signs the 
return Preparers arc re ­
quired to keep copies of 
returns or a list containing 
taxpayers' names and Iden 
ttficatton numbers for three 
years These records must 
h* available for IRS in ­

Paid preparers are also 
required to sign completed

CROP FER TILIZA TIO N  
Farmers are in the 

process of determining their 
fertiliser program for this 
crop year One of the best 
places to start with is a soil 
test

Fertiliser is getting more 
and more expensive, so it's 
crucial for producers to get 
the most from their fertiliser 
dollar Getting a profitable 
return from fertiliser de 
pends on the supply of a 
vailable nutrients already in 
the soil A  soil test can 
provide an estimate of this

supply
A soil test will determine 

which nutrients are defi­
cient in the soil for a par 
ticular crop so that a pro 
ducer can fertilise to sup 
plement the soil supply 

It's not profitable to supply 
nutrients already available 
in the soil in sufficient 
quantities for a particular 
crop or to supply added 
nturients that the crop does 
not need or cannot use

The County Extension 
Office has plenty of Soil 
Sample Information Sheets 
and mailing cartons

We are seeing more fields 
that are showing a need for

phosphorous fertiliser as we 
continue to pull of some 
good crop yields The use of 
feed lot manure is generally 
a good buy. especially when 
phosphorous is needed An 
application of 10 tons of 
manure will generally fur­
nish about 270-245 360 in 
mjaor fertiliser nutrients 
The 270 pounds of nitrogen 
is generally released about 
50 percent per year or 135 
pounds the first year and 67

pounds of nitrogen the 
second year The 245 
pounds of phosphorous 
should replenish the avail 
able soil phosophorous for 
several years Therefore, I 
encourage farmers to check 
the overall coat and bene 
fits Several farmers hate 
had good crop response 
from applications of 
manure Check with some of 
the local feed yards about 
obtaining manure

OATS FOR HAY AND 
GRAIN

Many producers are 
considering planting oats 
for hay or grain As oats are 
not very winterhardy the 
best time for planting the 
winter types in February 
According to test informa 
tion obtained over a period 
of years at Bushland the 
more productive hay varie­
ties are Ctmmaron. Bronco 
and Checota Nora and Nor

win are preferred for grain 
because they produce high 
yields of large plump kcr 
nets Walken is a good oat 
to plant when the main 
objective is late spring graz 
ing Spring varieties of oats 
are sometimes grown in the 
Panhandle They have a 
tendency to produce large 
coarse stems There is a 
moderate risk of freeze 
damage if spring varieties 
are planted In February

Planting In March or later 
delays heading and grain 
developm ent which In 
creases the risk of reduced 
yields due to hot dry winds 
The seeding rate suggested 
for oats is 2 to 3 bushels per 
acre The standard test 
weight for oats is 32 pounds 
per bushel

BARLEY
Both barley and oats 

are good alternative crops to

replace some wheat acre 
age Fall planting of barley 
is associated with a high 
risk of winterkill Planting 
later in the fall and keeping 
to growth grazed down will 
minimize loss of stand Bar 
ley can be planted In Jan 
uary or February to further 
reduce risk of freeze da 
mage, while still maintain 
Ing good tillering and yield 
potential
