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L iv in g  through a 
house fir« is an exper­
ience that is impossible to 
iorget When a home 
burns In McLean, as 
happened this week with 
the Bentley's beautiful 
home, all the horrible 
memories of our own fire 
come rushing back The 
odor of a burning house is 
unforgettable, too. and 
that pungent smell can 
still make me ill I've 
never been sure if there 
is a physical cause for 
that, or if the smell 
simply bring back the 
sheer terror of the min­
utes we spent trying to 
find our way out of that 
black hell

I had never known 
what true fear was until 
the cold night in Decem­
ber several years ago 
when I was awakened by 
screams from my child­
ren As my husband and 
I stumbled through the 
house, clutching our baby 
daughter, trying to find a 
way out, I could hear the 
screams of the other 
children, and 1 knew the 
most ch illin g  terror 
im aginable. In my 
smoke benumbed brain. I 
was sure that my children 
were burning to death, 
and I stopped trying to 
find a way out. because I 
didn't want to live if they 
were dying. But the 
presence of the baby in 
my arms, and my hus­
band at my side, forced 
me on until we found a 
window which we could 
open

W e were so lucky. We 
saved nine people from a 
fire that very easily could 
have claimed all our 
lives, since three of the 
children were trapped in 
the second story of the 
house and were forced to 
jump to safety.

In the days that follow­
ed the blaze. I learned 
how valuable friends and 
family are. and how 
worthless material pos 
sessions are 1 couldn't 
seem to get upset about 
burned pieces of fuml 
ture when I could touch 
the unburned bodies of 
my children What else 
could be as Important as 
that7

The next few weeks 
will be a very difficult 
time for the Bentley fam­
ily. but living In McLean 
will make that unpleasant 
experience easier W e 
learned that from exper­
ience People In McLean 
seem to go out of their 
way to help another resi­
dent who Is in trouble, 
and I know that you will 
respond at you always 
have.

Challenge To Lawmakers
A  tew years ago. the federal government 

instituted regulations which forbade the adver 

tisement of cigarettes on television The policy 

makers correctly assumed that the powerful 

medium of T V  could sell almost anything, and that 

cigarettes, which had been proven harmful in 

scientific tests, were being pushed on the youth of 

America by persuasive advertisements Since that 

ruling, and since the publicity about more evidence 

concerning smoking's dangers, cigarette smoking 

has declined significantly

It is time now for courageous legislators to 

champion another such ban that of advertising 

alcohol on television

The same theories which were spouted about 

cigarette advertising certainly hold true for beer 

and whiskey advertising The commercials for 

these products woo the young viewer into believing 

that all macho men and all sophisticated women 

drink beer as a matter of daily routine The 

seductive ads never show the vomiting drunk, the 

drunken driver, the drunken abusive father or 

mother The ads strongly suggest that drinking is 

the bast way to have a good time

What about the proven dangers of alcohol'’ 

Disregarding the harm caused to the body by 

alcohol, we can still make a good case about its 

dangers by looking at the statistics for drunk 

driving Thousands of deaths are caused each year 

by the drinker who gets behind the wheel of a car or 

truck Add to this the number of lives that are lost 

in alcohol related fires, the number of homes that 

are broken because of alcohol problems, and the 

number of work hours that are lost because of 

alcohol, and we have a strong case against 

American's most popular drug

W hy is it tolerated7 W hy is It “ a socially 

acceptable habit, when the smoking of mariiuana 

or the use of other drugs is so frowned on7 That 's a 

question I have never been able to answer

But the time is right, and the mood of the country 

is right, to stop the powerful liquor lobby And the 

first big step in re educating the public to the 

dangers of alcohol is to regulate the advertisement 

of the product I am not foolish enough to suggest a 

return to prohibition l believe that an adult should 
have the right to drink, as long as he doe* not 

engage in behavior that endangers me I do not

Those who aren'i victims have friends or relatives who are.

Tales of purse snatchings. car vandalism and home burglaries 
are heard more and more often in conversation with friends, 
neighbors and co-workers.

News reports are filled with accounts of robbenes, assaults 
and even more violent crimes

Crime reached all-time high levels in 1980— with violent crime 
increasing 13 percent over 1979.

Law »»forcemeat efforts in 1981 held crime to the same level 
aa ihe yea« before, and that i* good new», but there waa still one
criminal act committed every two seconds According to a report 
by the Federal Bureau of Investigation, that averages out to one 
property-related crime every three seconds and one violent crime 
every 24 seconds.

In Texas, there were 2,446 murders, 28,328 robbenes and 
275,978 burglaries in 1981 Statistics for 1982 are still being com­
piled.

The FBI admits in its own report that while law enforcement 
is holding its own, “ we must concede that we still have a serious 
crime problem— one that requires new and better methods to 
combat.”

I couldn't agree more.
During the 97th Congress, the Senate approved one of my bills 

which provided a strong deterrent to people who go right on com­
muting enmes while they're free on bail for an earlier offense.

Ii was not signed into law, so I intend to resubmit it to the Sen­
ate this year.

Under the present system, judges can choose to give such crim­
inals concurrent sentences for their multiple crimes. A  person 
convicted of three robberies and sentenced to 10 years for each 
robbery could wind up serving only 10 years in prison.

I* otter wards, that person would be paying the penalty for all 
three crimes at the same time.

If someone commits a crime while free on bail, my bill would 
call for the sentence-, on conviction to run consecutively, or one 
after the other. A  three-time robber, for example, would serve 30 
years in prison

I think we should stop apologizing for punishing people who 
break the law, particularly those who go right on breaking the law 
while free on bail.

One way we can make people think twice about turning to a life 
of crime, and help protect our lives and property. Is to get some

•IRS Information Returns 
Last week I mentioned

It is going to be a real 
bookkeeping chore, and I 
suggest you visit with 
your accountant on this 
matter
Cattlem en Rem em ber 
Seasonal Price Patterns 

Anyone who's been in 
the cattle business for 
more than a few years, 
knows there are certain 
seasonal price patterns 
These are variations In 
prices that follow a more 
or less uniform pattern 
tied to certain periods or 
seasons of the year 

Price patterns are quite 
similar for most classes of 
cattle Slaughter steers 
prices, for exam ple, 
usually move higher in 
the spring and summer 
months from lows in the 
previous fall and winter 
Feeder steers and calves 
as well as salvage cows 
have a seasonal fall and 
winter Feeder steers 
and calves as well as 
salvage cows have a sea­
sonal price much the 
same The degree of rise 
and price drop, however, 
is some more drastic for 
cows

Ca.tlemen can take ad­
vantage of this seasonal 
price change by adjusting 
their m arketing deci­
sions Selling cows or 
calves in the spring 
months usually will yield 
a far greater return than 
those sold in the fall Of 
c o u rs e , m a in te n a n ce  
costs will also be dif­
ferent. so producers have 
to do a good job of 
keeping records and 
spend some time with a 
pencil and paper before a 
final economic decision 
can be made

But remember, you are 
the manager Your good 
or bad marketing deci­
sions affect your pocket- 
book Take time to study 

the alternatives —  it will 
pay off
Rabies Still Run Rampant 
in Texas

Rabies cases continued 
at a high level in 1982 in 
Texas

T h e  796 confirm ed 
cases of rabies were 
slightly higher than in 
1981 but below the record 
number of cases confirm­
ed in 1979

Confirmed cases of do 
mestic anim al rabies 
were up significantly in 
1982. particularly in cats 
-  42 cases Cases of 
skunk rabies again led all 
other, at 536 There were 
123 cases of rabies con­
firmed in bats last year 
along with 26 in horses, 
24 In cattle. 21 In dogs. 13 
in foxes. 7 in a variety of

other animals and 4 in 
raccoons.

Cat rabies continue to 
pose the greatest poten­
tial danger of rabies ex­
posures to hum ans. 
Cats, like dogs, may ex­
pose up to 20 or more 
people, a much higher 
number than wild ani­
mals.

Even though state law 
requires annual rabies 
vaccination of dogs and 
cats, a much lower per­
centage of cats are ac­
tually vaccinated than 
dogs This situation is 
unfortunate because cats, 
being predatory animals, 
are more likely to come in 
contact with wild animal 
rabies

I urge all dog and cat 
owners to make sure their 
pets are vaccinated 
against rabies It's much 
easier and far less ex­
pensive to vaccinate a 
dog or cat than to provide 
post exposure rabies vl-

against bills To  date, 
b94 House bills have 
been introduced Two 
years ago. 920 had been 
introduced No doubt the 
large freshman class this 
year cut down on the 
number of bills intro 
duced To  date, the 
Senate has introduced 
388 bills Tw o years ago, 
464 Senate bills had been 
introduced at this time
