Supporters of the amend­
ment say the properly tax

to collect the tax than the 
tax generates They say Ihe 
tax frequently is not 
collected now ind accounts 
for only 0 2 percent of 
school districts' taxable 
property.

Also. supporters say 
farmers already pay tax on 
their equipment because of 
the new agricultural 
valuation of land fix 
property taxes.

M c Le a n 's  Thom as 
Nursing Center has one 
of the most up to date, 
efficient fire alarm and 
sprinkler systems avail­
able. according to ad 
ministrator Bill Thomas 
Noting the concern for 
fire safety in nursing 
homes follow ing the 
tragic fire at a Pampa 
Nursing home Sunday. 
Thomas explained that 
the McLean home has an 
outstanding system 

"E v e ry  compartment - 
rooms, closets, baths on 
the main floor of the 
nursing home has a 
sprinkler head." he said 
Also all attic spaces at the 
home have sprinklers 

According to news re 
ports from Pampa and 
A m a rillo , the Pampa 
Hom e did  not have 
sprinklers in each pa 
tient's room 

Thomas said that all 
walls in the McLean fa 
cility are 5/8 inch fire 
retardant sheet rock All 
doors are IV « inch solid 
core which gives them a 
one-hour fire rating 

Smoke detectors are 
placed on a 15 foot center 
in all halls, the nursing 
station, the living room, 
dining room, and the re 
turn-air ducts for the air 
conditioning system 

All wiring to the fire 
alarm system is heat 
resistant wire. Thomas 
said All water valves for 
the sprinkler system have

tam per monitors on 
them. Thomas explained 
" If  water is turned off to 

the sprinkler system, 
then an alarm goes off at 
the nursing station," he 
said

All walls on the hall 
ways and at the entrance 
to each wing are fire par 
tition walls which extend 
all the way to the roof 
line The entrance to 
each wing and the area 
between the nursing sta 
tion and the living room 
are equipped with smoke 
doors which automatical 
ly close if the fire alarm 
goes off

"Th e  system has sev 
eral fail safe m echan­
isms" Thomas said " If  
the electricity goes off. 
the generator kicks on If 
for some reason the gen­
erator does not work, the 
system is equipped with 
batteries which will keep 
it operational up to two 
hours," he said The 
new home, opened in 
A p ril , 1979, conforms 
with all codes for fire 
safety

Each wing of the brick 
building has a separate 
heating and cooling sys 
tern so that there is no 
penetration of air from 
one area to another All 
air handlers (air condi 
tioning, heating, vents) 
automatically close, and 
an audible, visual alarm 
goes off The alarm 
features a screeching

horn and flashing red

The fire alarm system
is in six zones: one for 
each patient wing, one 
for the living room area, 
one for the nurses' sta 
tion and one for the 
sprinkler system The 
sprinkler heads activate 
by heat, Thomas said.

fire alarm was tested 
each week

He said the system had 
activated three times 
once when an employee 
burned a pie in a small 
oven in the conference 
room, once when an ash 
tray was dumped into a 
trash can at the nurse's

station and a couple of 
weeks ago when the Me 
Lean High School stu­
dents staged their annual 
bonfire two blocks away 
from the home

“ The system is very 
sensitive," Thomas said 
" It  will pick up smoke 
long before the humans 
can sense the danger "

Thomas noted that an 
inspector from the Life 
Safety division of the 
Texas Departm ent of 
Public Health inspects 
the devices once a year to 
make sure the home con­
forms to a life safety 
code

Thomas conducted a 
fire drill Tuesday morn 
tng to show how the pro­
cedure works He placed 
a bright red " F ire "  sign 
in a patient’s room, and 
then activated a smoke 
alarm outside that room 
The nursing staff quickly 
gathered at the nursing 
station, as the automatic 
doors slid closed By 
checking the security sys 
tern panel at the nurse's 
station, the supervisor 
was able to note which 
wing the "f ire "  was lo 
cated in Nurses were 
sent to that wing where 
all rooms were checked 
The occupants of the 
room with the ' 'fire '' sign 
were evacuated, the door 
to that room was closed, 
and the drill was com­
pleted

E x p e r ie m tn s  have 
been conducted at Texas 
A & M  U n ive rs ity  and 
other research institu­
tions (Land Grant col­
leges and Federal in­
stallations) and no ex­
periment has shown any 
potential for pest control 
using ultrasonic devices 
These experiments have 
been run on mice, rats, 
bats, and cockroaches

The true fact is that 
these devices do not con­
trol. manage, kill or repel 
rodents, bats, insects or 
other common pests E f­
fective pest control is ac­
complished only through 
p ro v e n  m a n a g e m e n t
