The Commissioner’s
Court of Gray County ac
cepted the $51,200 bid
submitted by Lewis Con
struction Company of
Pampa for runway re
pairs at Perry Lefors Air
port at a reqgular meeting
Wednesday

The $51,200 bid by
Lewis Construction Co
was awarded, pending
approval by the Texas
Aeronautics Commission
of the $6,820 increase in
the estimated cost of the
project

In May the TAC ap
proved a grant of $37 500
to Gray County, based on
the original estimate of
$50,000 to seal coat the
main runways and adja
cent areas. At Wednes
day’'s meeting the court
decided it had enough
money to accept the
$51,200 bid, plus 10 per
cent for the consulting
engineer’'s fees, plus
$500 for a contingency
fund, for a total project
cost of $56 820

The court will submit
the new figure to TAC for
wproval.

$2000 On a second DWI
convicion. a person will
have to serve at least
three days in jail as a
condition of probation

A third time offender
will face from 30 days to
two years in the county
jail or from 60 days to five
veas in the Texas De
pe-ment of Corrections
wd a fine of from $500 to
52000  On a third con

viction, a person will
have to serve at least ten
days as a condition of
probation

Penalties will be fur-
ther enhanced in DWI
cases involving death or
serious injury. Under the
new law, a drunken driv-
er who injures another
person in an accident will
receive a minimum of 30
days in jail, even it ne
receives probation for the
rest of the sentence

Killing someone while
driving drunk carries the
same two to ten year
penalty the offense now
carries. But, the new law
would require that such
defendants spend at least
four months in prison,
even if they are granted
probation

Juveniles who are ar
rested for drunken driv
ing will face the same
penalties defined cur-
rently by the juvenile
court. However, under
the new law, a first-time
juvenile offender must
take the DWI educational
course to avoid manda
tory license suspension
After a second DWI con
viction, a juvenile will
lose his or her license for
a year or until he or she,
reaches the legal drink-
ing age, whichever is
longer

The new law also in-
cludes a new state def
inition of intoxication
Under the new law, a
person would be legally
drunk if a test for alcohol
in the blood showed a
concentration of 0 10 per-
cent or more. Previously,
the blood-alcohol level
was considered only

evidence'' of intoxica
tion. ‘Studies show that
people with a 0.10 per
cent blood-alcohol level
are too drunk to be
driving,"" according to
Senator Sarpalius
