The McLean School Board 
held a public hearing last 
Tuesday night on its budget 
for the 1986-87 program 
year. Total revenues are 
projected to be $1.258,359, 
down 7 percent from last 
year. Total projected ex­
penditures are $1,274,539, 
down 13 percent from last 
year.

Although Business Man­
ager Shirley Johnson said 
that this bare-bones budget 
was slashed everywhere pos­
sible, the major cuts are 
reflected in the area of 
capital outlay. This category 
includes expenses in furn­
iture, equipment and 
vehicles. Mrs. Johnson said 
that each year the school 
district purchases a new bus. 
However, this year, because 
of the cutbacks, no money 
has been allocated for this 
purpose. Mrs. Johnson says 
that only a bare minimum of 
this year’s budget has been 
earmarked for maintenance 
of the school buildings and 
equipment.

Sue Britten and her three 
little ones spent the week 
before school having the 
"time of their lives" and 
sharing a part of Texas his­
tory. They joined the J.W. 
Jines Sesquicentennial 
wagon train near Canadian 
and rode with the train for 
five days completing their 
leg of the train in Perry- 
ton.

A special celebration was 
held on the J.W. Jines 
Ranch. Mr. Jines was an 
original member of the 
wagon train orgainzed 
during the Texas Centennial. 
He organized this particular 
Sesquicentennial wagon 
train as a reunion for 
members of the Centennial 
train. The train that Mrs. 
Britten. Katie, Leo and Cody 
rode with consisted of 16 
wagons and 60-100 horse 
riders at various times along 
the trail.

Mrs. Britten and the child­
ren all rode separate mounts 
and joined Martha Clawson 
of Gruver who drove a mule 
team and wagon in the train.
