The Groom Memorial Hos­
pital Board of Directors, in a 
meeting held on June 19, 
1986 stated their intentions 
in the near future to deed the 
real estate and improve­

ments of the Groom Memor­
ial Hospital to the Groom 
Economic Development Cor­
poration.

Three reasons were cited 
for that action: 1) six years of

being vacant with no forsee- 
able future hospital use; 2) 
the continued and rapid 
deterioration of the building; 
3) the powers granted by the 
charter of the Groom Econo­
mic Development Corpora­
tion are broader than that of 
the present Hospital 
Corporation. Thus, enabling 
them to explore other ideas 
and possibilities for other 
community purposes.

The Hospital Board firmly 
stated that the property 
would still remain for the 
benefit and use of the Groom 
Community.

Your comments and ideas 
concerning the pending deci­

sion would be greatly appre­
ciated.

Above State Average

Jodi Homen Home From

A special test was man­
dated by House Bill 72, the 
statewide education reform 
in 1984. Formally named the 
Texas Educational Assess­
ment of Minimum Skills, the 
test is commonly referred to 
as the TEAMS test.

February and first graders 
were tested in April. Results 
of the first grade tests will 
not be available until later.

The News has prepared a 
ccmposit report on the tests 
comparing local students' 
percentages with those of 
Amarillo students and the 
statewide average. From this 
point on. the averages will be 
given in that order: that is. 
Groom. Amarillo and State.

In the third grade, 89 
percent of the Groom stu­
dents mastered the 9-objec­
tive reading portion .is com­
pared to 74 percent state­
wide. Other third grade re­
sults were 82% - 88% - 80% 
on the 11 -objective math por­
tion. The writing portion 
which requited mastery of

both the multiple choice sub­
test and a written composi­
tion sub-test under the narra­
tive written composition ob­
jective, showed 86%- 69%- 
60% at the third grade level.

Fifth Graders had 100%- 
90%-83% on reading. 93% -
R9% - HOW, on m ath, and
42% - 70% - 64% on writing.

The seventh grade results 
showed 100 percent in all 
areas for Groom. Percentag­
es for Amarillo and the state 
are as follows: on reading 
89% and 78% t on math, 89% 
- 81%; and on writing 68% 
and 66%.

Results of ninth graders 
were 92% - 80% - 80% on 
reading, 100% - 90% - 81% 
on math, and 93% - 63% - 
63% on writing.

Teachers at Groom Schools 
were also tested in March 
when they traveled to Pan­
handle for the TECAT exam. 
Groom teachers joined the 
ranks of many other area 
small towns teaching staffs 
by having 100% of the 
faculty pass the eiam.

Jodi Homen, four-year-old 
daughter of John and Brenda 
Homen was rushed by ambu­
lance to Northwest Texas 
Hospital last Thursday even­
ing after an accident at her 
home. She was found pinned 
by the garage door and 
treated by local ambulance 
attendants before being 
transported to the hospital.

Mr. Homen said she woke
u p  Sitm lny a t fke  hosp ita l
«»«I tcwiUcd all (tie events 
the accident. She went back 
into the garage after a pair of 
shoes as the door was clos­
ing. Trying to rush out, she 
fell and was pinned to the 
floor by the door which came 
to rest across her shoulder 
and back. According to Mr. 
Homen, she remembers 
struggling to get out but the 
little girl was found uncon­
scious by her brother who

notified his mother of the 
accident.

Jodi spent several days in 
intensive care for head 
trama. She was kept heavily 
sedated during most of her 
hospitalization.

All test performed by doc­
tors to determine the extent 
of her injuries came back 
with good results, said Mr. 
Homen.

The H om ens said  the  
garage door opener has been  
disconnected  now. H e tested  
the door after the accident 
and learned that though it 
will usually bounce back up 
when hitting objects in its 
path, a foot from the ground 
the door pushes shut with 
full force. Measuring that 
force, he said, that 200 
pounds of pressure are exert­
ed by the closing double wide 
garage door.

Financial Woes Sounded 
At Commissioner’s Court

Carson County Commis­
sioners received a bleak 
outlook on budget matters 
when they met in regular 
session on Monday morning. 
Judge Jay Roselius gave an 
overview of a number of ex­
penditures to be added to the 
regular list of annual expen­
ditures in the budget due to 
both state and federal regu­
lations. The new regulations 
will put a financial strain on 
Carson County as well as 
many across Texas. Judge 
Roselius said that Carson 
County will be especially 
hard hit with the losses in 
revenue from the white oil 
issue and the low price of oil 
in general. The Judge point­
ed out that Carson County 
stands to lose approximately 
5200,020 million in tax values 
due to these conditions.

The generator given to 
Carson County by Pantei has 
been installed. Judge Rose­
lius said the generator can 
easily carry the electrical 
system in the courthouse and 
that the airconditioning ■ 
system can also be operated 
by the unit. .

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1986 Wheat Harvest 
Yields Below That Of 
Recent Years In Area

Wheat harvest is probably 
about 80 to 85 percent 
complete in the Groom area. 
‘‘Twofull cutting days would, 
wind things up," said Pau; 
Fields.

Harvest has been interupt- 
ed more than usual this year 
by continued afternoon and 
evening rainstorms. Farmers 
can recall years when a good 
rain brought harvest to a 
stand still for several days, 
but in this country, in normal 
years when the fields dry 
out, harvest is continued 
without further delay.

Local elevator operators 
estimate yield totals to be 
about 50 percent below aver­
age. Local farmers have 
hauled wheat from the field 
with yields from sis bushels 
|>er acre to 56 bushels per 
acre at best. Averages run 
closer to 20 bushels per acre 
on dryland crops and 40 
bushels per acre for irri- 
ganted wheat.

Though yields are low, 
quality of the wheat has 
temained high especially 
tonsidering the damp con- 
flit ions accompaning this 
harvest.

Protein levels are being 
lirgured by local elevator 
operators on this year’s crop. 
I’rotein levels have been 
unusually high for the low 
'fielding crops. "Grain 
quality overall is good," said 
Johnny Cline, "and protein 
levels will help offset condi­
tions brought on by the low 
yield. He adds, "It doesn’t 
really matter what the yield 
is per crop. 512.00 wheat 
doesn’t meet the bills.’’

Paul Fields shares Cline’s 
views saying, "The price of 
wheat brings water to the 
fanner's eyes."

Local fanners are banking 
on the maize harvest. It will 
take a good maize crop to 
keep some going. Most 
farmers have spent this har­
vest planting maize in the 
morning and harvesting 
wheat on those afternoons 
the weather has allowed.

Luckily this harvest's 
losses from hail or disease 
brought on from wet weath­
er conditions have been very 
slight.
