FmHA Doubles 
Number Of Guaranteed 
Operating Loans

The Department of Agri­
culture’s Farmers Home Ad­
ministration in Texas has 
made twice the number of 
guaranteed operating loans 
this year as it did at this time 
last year, according to FmHA 
Texas State Director, J. Lynn 
Futch.

As of June 4, FmHA had 
guaranteed 11,024 operating 
loans totaling SI billion 
during fiscal 1966. At the 
same time in fiscal 196S, 
FmHA had made 5,951 guar­
anteed loans amounting to 
S675 million. Texas ha« made 
386 guaranteed loans for 150 
million. At the same time in 
fiscal year 1965, Texas had 
made 171 guaranteed loans 
for S25 million.

“ After a somewhat slow 
start,” Futch said, "banks 
and other private sector lend­
ing institutions are partici­
pating to a greater extent 
with FmHA in providing 
farm operating credit to 
formers who need special 
help.

“ For the first time, direct 1 
form operating loan funds 
have been exhausted in the 
states,”  he said. Additional 
requests for operating credit 
in Texas will have to be met 
through guaranteed loans.”

As an example of the “ new 
spirit of cooperation,’’ Futch 
noted that in just three weeks 
since the announcement of 
Operation Assist, private 
lenders have accepted 232 
FmHA loan guarantees na-
lionwid. for SI 7.0 million 
U n d e r  O p e ra tio n  A ss is t, 
F m H A  C o u n ty  S u p erv iso rs  
complete paperwork for fa rm  
credit applicants and take 
them to a private lender to 
try to work out an FmHA 
guaranteed loan. If the pri­
vate lender makes the loan, 
FmHA agrees to reimburse 
the lender up to 90 percent of 
any loss which may occur.

The Interest Buy Down 
program, authorized in the 
1965 farm bill, already has 
resulted in 819 loans for S83 
million nationwide. Under 
the interest buy down, 
FmHA will match a reduc­
tion in interest rates by a 
bank of up to two points. 
That agreement can result in 
a reduction of up to four 
points for the formers.

The Approved Lender pro­
gram had attracted 1,300 
banks as of April 30. An 
approved lender is a bank or 
other lending institution 
whose forms and paperwork 
have been approved by 
FmHA in advance. Guaran­
tee requests from approved 
lenders are given high prior­
ity by the agency.

“The 
word is out that the Federal 
Government can no longer 
afford to meet all the demand 
for operating funds from 
farmers who are facing fi­
nancial difficulty. From now 
on, that’s a shared respon­
sibility of both the private 
and public sectors.”

DPS Predicts 45 May Die In 
Over July 4 Holiday Period

As many as 45 persons 
may die in traffic accidents in 
Texas during the long July 4 
holiday period, according to 
an estimate by the Texas 
Department of Public Safety.

"The mixture of lower 
gasoline prices and increased 
travel this summer could 
prove to be deadly over the 
July 4 holiday,”  said Colonel 
Jim Adams, director of the 
DPS.

"In addition to these fac­
tors, travel during the holi­
day will be made hazardous 
by the continuing problems 
of drunken driving and ex­
cessive speed.”

Last year, 25 persons died 
as a result to traffic mis­
haps during the July 4 holi­
day. but because of the day 
of the week on which July 4 
fen, the holiday period was 
only 30 hours. This year, the 
period win be 78 hours, bom 
6 p.m. Thursday, July 3 to 
midnight on Sunday, July 6.

Of the traffic fatalities 
during the July 4, 198S 
period, 72 percent occurred 
in accidents involving ex­
cessive speed or drinking.

As in years past, in an 
effort to hold down the 
number of holiday traffic 
deaths, the DPS will conduct 
"Operation Holiday,”  in 
which additional troopers 
from the Department’s uni­
formed services win be plac­
ed on Texas highways for 
heightened traffic law en­
forcement and to assist 
motorists. , , „ „  „

Additionally, the Depart­
ment win conduct its “ Op­
eration Motordde” effort, in 
which periodic releases will 
be made throughout the holi­
day to keep the public in­
formed about the number of 
traffic deaths occurring 
across the state.

this program is to make the 
public aware of the dangers 
of holiday travel and what 
motorists can do to make 
their time spent on the high­
ways safer,” Adams said.

This win be the first July 4 
period since the new Texas 
safety belt law went on the 
books. Last year, 82 percent 
of those killed in traffic acci­
dents during the holiday 
period had not been res­
trained. either by a safety 
belt or child safety seat

"The message in that 
safety belt statistic is dear,” 
Adams said. "The chances of 
being seriously injured or 
killed in a traffic accident are 
greatly reduced by wearing a 
safety belt and using a child 
safety seat for children under 
four years of age.”

Adams said the two res­
traint laws, coupled with 
increased awareness of the 
dangers of drinking while 
driving, are contributing to 
an overall decrease in Texas 
traffic fatalities.

"Preliminary figures indi­
cate the number of traffic 
deaths statewide was down 
1.6 percent in the first quar­
ter of this year compered 
with the first quarter of 
1965,”  Adams said. "We 
hope that trend will not be 
reversed this July 4 period 
with a number of senseless 
tragedies.”

One Fatality Reported In May 
For Carson County

Capt. Bob Russell, district 
supervisor of the Amarillo 
Highway Patrol district com­
prising of 31 counties said, 
"For the month of May, our 
troopers investigated four 
fatal accidents, 73 personal 
injury accidents and 137 
property damage accidents. 
There were four persons 
killed and 110 persons injur­

ed in these accidents.”
Sgt. Charles Henderson of 

Borgcr stated, “ In Canon 
county, our troopers investi­
gated one fatal accident, two 
personal injury accidents and 
four property damage acci­
dents in the month of May. 
One person was killed and 
three persons were injured in 
these accidents.”

Pump Check First 
Step Te Irrigation 
Cost Efficiency

Soil Conservation service 
technicians have been busy 
assisting irrigation farmers 
with engine and pump effi­
ciency checks on irrigation 
wells.

The first step toward more 
efficient pumping plant 
operation is the evaluation of 
the performance of existing 
pump plants which consist of 
the engine and pump. This is 
available to irrigation form­
ers by the SCS at no cost.

The information the SCS 
needs to evaluate the en­
gine and pump are the 
amount of water the well is 
pumping, the water level 
while pumping, discharge 
pressure and amount of fuel 
or energy used per boor.

There are three major 
components to evaluate on 
an irrigation pump plant. 
The engine pump drive (or 
gear head) and the pump 
assembly.

The SCS has checked 16 
engine and pump plants this 
spring. The efficiencys on 
these 16 range from 10 to 18 
percent of the standard. The 
cost to irrigate wheat ranges 
from $15.00 to $27.00 per 
acre. The cost will depend on 
the amount of water applied. 
The extremely dry weather 
this spring are requiring ap­
proximately 6 inches of water 
to water wheat one time.

Irrigation farmers that are 
interested in having this very 
important check done should 
contact the SCS office in 
Panhandle. They will 
schedule a date to perform 
the test.
