Jay Cooper has heard all

hospital food.

But this gourmet chef
doesn’t believe bad food and
hospital cooking have to go
together like. . .well, like
bacon and eggs. He’s also
food services director for the
Woodward Hespital and
Health Center, where he
hopes patients find their
meals a high point of the day.

‘‘Hospital food has been
so institutionalized,”” he
said. ‘'It was cooked in large
quantities. It was over-
cooked and without

“There’s now an aware-
ness that for the patient or
nursing home resident,
about all they have to look
forward to is the food.”

If they are served bland,
unattractive meals or food
items they never eat, even
when they are well, the day
has been a disappointment
and the stories about hospital
cooking continue.

‘“We use garnishes so our
food is attractive as well as
good tasting,”” Cooper said.

‘“We cook semi-batch
form, and patients order
from selective menus for all

seven special diets we offer.

I consider our food ex-
cellent. It’s the same for
employees and guests (in the
hospital cafeteria). We’re
always trying new things.
Right now we have a mar-
velous taco salad on Thurs-
day for only $2.50.”

Cooking comes naturally
for Cooper.

1 was raised in the res-
taurant business,”” he said.
““It was a small town eating
joint, but not a greasy spoon.

*‘By the time I was 6 years
old, I stood on a tomato crate
to turn pancakes in the morn-
ing. I came back from school
at noon to work the lunch
break.”

When he moved to
Bethany in 1963 to attend
college, Cooper learned
‘““more elegant cooking,’’ he
said. ‘'l began working for
the Captain’s Table as a
waiter and went to assist-
ant manager.”’

For the next several years,
Cooper worked in some of

earned college degrees in
psychology, business admin-
istration and hospital and
nursing home administra-
tion.

He also learned to prepare
flaming dishes such as
cherries jubilee, to make
specialties such as Caesar
salad, and to use meats other
than the old standards of
beef and chicken, such as
lamb and fish.

In 1980, he left Baptist
Medical Center to assume
the position as food service
director in Woodward, where
he helped plan the food
service area for the new
hospital. While these duties
often keep him out of the
kitchen, he lands a hand
there if needed.

Cooper still dons his chef’s
hat for catered functions
such as wedding receptions
and company parties held at
the hospital cafeteria. He will
prepare the flaming items,

the salads, the special
entrees- or the bearnaise
sauce.

“l1 once cooked a nine-
course French dinner for a
party here,”” he said.

Such a party requires
tablecloths, linen napkins,
china, crystal and a wairer or
waitress who ‘‘presents the
meal,”” he said. This aimos-
phere of elegant dining is
unaveilable elsewhere
locally.

“It’s a very new idea to
come to the hospital to eat a
banquet,’’ he said.

Cooper also teaches an
eight-week gourmet cooking
class at the High Plains
Vo-Tech School in Wood-
ward.

Students do all the pre-
paration in class. The
emphasis is on meats, salads
and vegetables since ‘‘most
desserts take longer than the
three hours we have in
class,” he said.

The classes have an inter-
national flavor. Each week
Cooper uses food from a
different country—Germany,
England, France, China and
the Soviet Union among
others.

“They learn to use and
prepare food with garlic,
basics on French knives, how
to cook with wine, how to use
a wok,”” he said.

““They recently made chi-
cken Kiev from scratch.”

“if we mess up in class, we
either eat it or it goes down
the disposal,”” Cooper said of
the hospital kitchen.

While cherries jubilee and
chicken Kiev probably won't
be offered to hospital pa-
tients in the near future, Jay
Cooper—the man behind the
kitchen—believes good food
does belong on those trays.
