Clarence C. Williams, 75,
died Wednesday,
September 9, following a
lengthy illness.

Services were held Friday
morning, September 11, in
the First United Methodist
Church in Panhandle, with
Dr. Clifford Trotter, district
superintendent of the United
Methodist Church, officiat-
ing. He was assisted by the
Rev. David Edwards, local
pastor.

Burial was that afternoon
in West Park Cemetery at
Hereford under the direction
of Smith-Fox Funeral Home
of Panhandle.

Active pallbearers were
Howard Reynolds, Elten
Vance, Alfred Bell, Howard
Lane, Marlin Eagle, Frank
Robinson, Jay Bob Roselius
and Don Hubbard. Honorary
bearers were Ralph Randel,
Jack Ramey, A.J. Weiser
and Otis Paul Smith.

Mr. Williams was born
January 26, 1912 in Durant,
Oklahoma and moved with
his family to Collingsworth
County in 1921. The family
moved to Carson County in
1924 and lived on a farm
near Groom. In 1931, they
moved to White Deer.

After his graduation from
Wayland Baptist college, he
married Jesslyn Hodges of
White Deer on February 19,
1934. In 1943, Mr. Williams
was elected Carson County

Sheriff/Tax Assessor Collec-
tor, a position he held until
1955 when he was elected
County Judge. Whe he re-

During his 63 years in the
county, Judge Wiliams was
active in every civic, his-
torical and youth organiza-
tion in the area. A member
of the Methodist Church, he
served as Chairman of the
Boards of Stewards and

When the Carson County
Square House Museum was
founded in 1965, he was a
founding member and vice
chairman of the Board of
Trustees. He initiated the

endowment fund for the
Museum, challenging the
Board with the announce-
ment he and Mrs. Williams
would donate ten percent of
all endowment money
raised.

In 1985, Judge and Mrs.
Williams received the ‘‘Very
Special Golden Nail Award”’
of the Amarillo Chamber of
Commerce for their
contribution to the arts.

He was instrumental in
the building of, not only the
Square House Museum, but
also the county courthouse
and jail buildings, agricul-
ture building, War Memor-
ial, Panhandle-Carson
County Airport, Callaghan
Memorial Library and
county branch libraries.

He was named Panhandle
Chamber of Commerce Out-
standing Citizen in 1965,
and cited for work with the
Adobe Walls Boys Scouts of
America, Heart Association,
American Cancer Society,
Boys Ranch, Carson County
Library System, Texas State
Historical Foundation,
Carson County Historical
Commission and the
American Red Cross.

He was a charter member,
past president and treasurer
of the United Peace Offic-
ers of America and held a
life membership in the
National Association of Pro-
bate Judges.

He was past president of
the Panhandle Lions Club
and served as Deputy Dis-
trict Governor, Zone Chair-
man and Director of
Membership for District 2
T-1.

He also held membership
in the Masonic and Odd
Fellows Lodges.

He is survived by his wife
of the home; one son,” Roger

Accidents Result In Fatality

An early morning trsffic
accident resulted in ome
fatality on Friday just soath

Robert Edward Sand, 30,
of Thayer, Missouri, vas
killed instantly at about 3:00
a.m. when his semi-tractor
trailer, traveling east on the
interstate, veered to the eft
into the median and strick
several concrete pillars s 1p-
porting the overpass.

The vehicle exploded into
flames as the diesel tarks
ruptured and the truck vas
totally destroyed. The firce,
which blackened the cn-
crete on the overpass, burn-
ed for about three to four
hours before being conts in-
ed by members of the Mc-
Lean Volunteer Fire Dep:rt-
ment.

According to DPS Officer
John Holland, one of e
officers investigating e
accident, it is not known
what caused the truck to
veer off the road. The ve-
hicle, which was owned by
Pacific Inland Transport of
Walnut Creek, Ca. was car-
rying corning ware and ccm-

forters.
The body of Mr. Sand was
taken to Lamb Funeral

Home and later transported
to Missouri for burial.

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BAILOT
House Joint Resolution 104 pro-
poses a constitutional :imendment to
allow the legislature to provide a
guarantee for the Texss grain ware-
house self-insurance fund. The guar-
antee of the fund may not exceed $5
million, and when the fund reaches
$5 million, the guarantee will cease.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
provide for the surety of a grain
warehouse fund to he established
by the grain industry for the pro-
tection of farmers #nd depositors
of grain in public warehouse fa-
cilities.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BA' LOT

House Joint Resolution 60 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment to

Senate Joint Resolution 56 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment to
allow the legislature to authorize the
issuance of up to $500 million in gen-
eral obligation bonds to be used to
acquire, construct, and equip new
correctional institutions and mental
health and mental retardation in-
stitutions or to repair existing in-
stitutions. The amendment also au-
thorizes the legislature to provide
for review and approval of the
issuance of the bonds and the proj-
ects to be financed by the bond pro-
ceeds.

Tax Rebate For McLean |

Shows A Slight Increase

Recently, the State Comp-
troller’s Office sent checks
totaling $56.1 million in local
sales tax to 1,039 cities that
levy the one-percent city tax
This year's payments were
down by nearly 6% overall
compared to payments made
by September of last year

The check to the City of
McLean totaled $1,349.86 up
slightly from the $1,247.9]
for a similar period last year
However, yearly payments
to date were down: $13,785.
39 for 1987 compared to
$14.852.37 for 1986. This
represents a loss of 7.18 %.

For Gray County as a
whole, payments for this
period were $91,382.87,
down from $98,116.50 for
this same period in 1986.
