fund Into a deficit, in addi­
tion to this, another S10 
million ia needed to pay for 
other disasters in the re­
maining nine months of the 
fiscal year.

No new information has 
been received by The Groom 
News concerning how much

Funds For Red Cross. .

higher the Carson County 
goal will be, but common 
sense makes it quickly 
understood that It will in­
crease considerable. Can It 
be met? The Groom News 
staff believes It can -  quick­
ly and easily.

Prior to the earthquake 
disaster, American Red 
Cross Chairman George F. 
Moody said, “ I can state 
flat-out that by meeting 
these current commitments, 
our entire disaster relief 
fund and reserves will be 
exhausted. In fact, we’D be 
in a substantial deficit posi­
tion.”

After the earthquake, the 
“ substantial defidty”  be­
came more acute.

Aa the single non­
government relief agency 
chartered by Congress to 
provide disaster assistance 
to all Americans, the Red 
Cross rtfies totally on the 
generosity of the American 
people at times like this.

“In the tradition of neigh­
bor helping neighbor, we 
urge Americana to support

the Red Cross by donating 
whatever they can afford to 
the disaster relief fund,” 
said Moody.

Carson County Red Cross 
operations are handled 
through the County Judge’s 
Office. Judge Roselius said 
that a check to cover the 
county's $55.00 goal has 
already been sent from the 
funds on hand and that other 
donations will be sent to the 
respective relief areas as 
they are received.

“ If our people want their 
money sent to a specific area 
[Hugo or San Francisco] 
they should Indicate that by 
a notation In the bottom left 
corner of their checks,” 
Roselius eald. “That way we 
will know exactly where to 
send them. Checks not de­
signated will be put Into the 
general fund and divided 
equally between the burri-

areas ”
