B. Financing-Redistribute 
the current $4.8 billion of 
state aid and $5.2 billion of 
local property taxes. State 
aid is the difference between 
the enlarged foundation 
program level and county­
wide tax levy.
C. Changes-Assigns the 
Local Fund Assigment to the 
county level by creating 
countywide tax bases 
instead of allowing districts 
to tax only the property in 
their borders. Districts 
would then pool their tax­
able wealth. State funds 
would be used to increase 
local revenues to a guaran­
teed amount for districts 
with less than the average 
statewide tax base.

DPS Report
For the month of January 

there were 225 tickets 
issued, 82 written warnings,
3 warrants served, 2 DWI 
arrests and 4 criminal 
arrests made. There was a 
noted increase in truck relat­
ed accidents in the area for 
January. Between the 
Groom units and Panhandle 
units there were 7 accidents 
investigated. Of those 7, 5 
invived TTST. There were 
2 single truck accidents and 
2 truck accidents, where 
trucks hit each other. The 
fifth wreck involved a pickup 
hitting the back of a moving 
truck. This accident occur­
red on Jan. 31, 1990 at 2 
p.m., 1 miles west of Lark on 

I 1-40. A Jay Garrity was 
driving a 1978 pickup west 
on 1-40 behind a truck tow­
ing a trailer load of boats. 
This vehicle was driven by a 
Laurell Leitch of Laotto, IN. 
Garriety’s vehicle hit the 
back of the trailer causing 
extensive damage to the 
pickup and two boats. Both 
drivers had minor injuries. 
The accident was investigat­
ed by Trooper John Waits of 
Panhandle. Garrity was 
cited for following too 
closely.

On February 2, 1990, 
Trooper Greg Eatmon was 
called to a truck accident on 
1-40, at 2:30 a.m. This 
accident occurred east of 
Groom at the 119 mile 
marker. A Stanley Norvell 
of Amber, OK was west 
bound when he ran off the 
road into the center median. 
Norvell over corrected and 
the truck and cattle trailer 
turned over, blocking the 
westbound lanes. The cattle 
truck was hauling fifty head 
of Holstein cows with calves. 
Several head were killed at 

the scene, with several 
being destroyed later. 
Several local cattle men 
helped in rounding up the 
cattle and providing a place 
to keep them From the 
Texas Highway Patrol, many 
thanks to all involved. 
Norvell was cited for Fail to 
Drive in a Single Lane and 
Violating his Drivers License 
restriction on his occupatio­
nal license.

1988 DPS STATE-WIDE 
REPORT

This is the second part on 
the DPS and this week we 
take a look at the Highway 
Patrol Service. There are 
iwo patrol dlatricts per 
region for a total of 12 state­
wide and each is 
commanded by a captain. 
The Patrol service is respon­
sible for patrolling and 
supervising traffic along the

rural highways of Texas to 
ensure safe and expeditious 
travel. Patrol strategies are 
designed to reduce traffic 
accidents, with enforcement 
priorities on excessive 
speed, seat belt violations 
and intoxicated drivers.

With more than 200,720 
miles of rural highways to 
patrol and an authorized 
strength of only 1,554 
Troopers (including super­
visors). the Highway Patrol 
strives to deter violators by 
the visual presence of mark­
ed units.Rural highway 
enforcement responsibility 
per Trooper average 129 
miles.

Highway Patrol Troopers 
made 1,572,242 total arrests 
during the year and investi­
gated 47,557 motor vehicle 
accidents, including 1,402 
fatal accidents in which 
1,645 people were killed. 
DWI and speeding continu­
ed to be a major factor in 
traffic deaths. Alcohol was 
involved in 40 percent of the 
fatalities while 24 percent of 
the deaths were speeds 
related. During the year 
highway patrol troopers 
issued 853,048 speeding 
citations and apprehended 
42.066 DWI’s. During 1988, 
77.3 percent of the people 
killed in passenger cars, 
trucks and buses were not 
wearing seat belts. Experts 
now believe that 50 percent 
or more of all motor vehicle 
deaths would be eliminated 
by proper use of seat belts. 
Highway patrol troopers 
issued 153,405 citations for 
not wearing seat belts in 
1988.

Total revenue from fines 
collected as a result of all 
Highway Patrol cases filed 
in 1988 was S68.870.730. 
These monies were placed 
into county coffers and the 
state treasury.

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Sarpalius Sets Date For 
Town Hall Meeting

U. S. Congressman Bill 
Sarpalius recently announc­
ed a series of town hall 
meetings throughout the 
13th District. These meet­
ings will take place in 
various towns from February 
12th through the 17th during 
the Lincoln/Washington 
District work period.

Congressman Sarpali js  
will be in McLean Fri. after­
noon. February 16th, at 
4.30 at the Lions Club to 
discuss any issues on the 
minds of the constituents of 
District 13. Sarpalius 
stated , “ I have always 
believed that the business of 
Congress can not be con­
ducted by sitting behind a 
desk in Washington. You 
have to get out and talk to 
the )>eople and find out their 
feelings and concerns.”

The recent events in 
Washington, including the 
presentation of the Adminis­
tration’s Budget, and the 
State of the Union Address, 
offer many topics of consi­
derable importance for the 
people to discuss with 
Sarpalius. Also, in light of 
the importance of agricul­
ture to the 13th District, the 
upcoming S Year Farm Bill 
that will be passed in 1990 is 
another vital issue needing 
the input from the agri- 
businessmen in the 13th 
District.

“ Several aspects of the 
recently proposed budget 
bother me a great deal. 
Items such as the abolition 
of the Federal Crop Insur­
ance, declining target prices 
and loan rates, and cuts in 
th e C o m m o d ity  C r e d it  
Corporation will hurt 
farm ers greatly in the 
months and years ahead and 
could not come at a worse 
time,”  Sarpe!ius stated.

Other items of consider­
able importance include the 
proposed Social Security Tai 
cut. the Capital Gains cut, 
and the cuts in Medicare and 
Medicaid. “ I am really 
concerned about what these 
cuts in Medicaid and Medi­
care are going to do to our 
rural hospitals,”  Sarpalius 
said. " I  can see some of our 
elderly being pushed out of 
health care homes, as well 
as some of our rural hospi­
tals being put in real danger 
of going out of business.”

According to Sarpalius, 
the purpose for the town hall 
meetings is to get the input 
from the people of the 13th 
District. “ These extremely 
important issues that will 
affect the economics of the 
13th District as a whole, and 
the standard of living for 
each person individually 
throughout the 13th District 
and T ex as .”  Sarpalius 
stated.

enhance their perceptions of 
themselves through some 
simple techniques. Learn­
ing these skills as a parent 
and using them with your 
child can directly influence 
the amount of success and 
the amount of happiness 
that your child is likely to 
experience in life.

Dr. Lynne Thibodeauz, 
4-H and Youth Development

This session which is open 
to all families will help 
parents help their children 
cope with competition and 
its outcome. If you coach 
children in competitive 
activities of any kind, this 
session may help you under­
stand how to deal with the 
parents and children to 
provide a truly positive, 
learning experience for the 
whole family. The session 
will be informal and will 
provide activities for partici­
pants to use in practicing 
these skills. Children are 
welcome to attend!

Dr. Thibodeaux reminds 
parents that competition is a 
major part of American 
society. The word 
“ COMPETITIVE” applies 
to almost all aspects of our 
lives. You may remember 
feeling pressure, jealousy or 
anger in some early relation­
ships with siblings as you 
competed for your parents' 
time, attention, love and 
acceptance. Most of us can 
recall early squabbles about 
the “best” seat in the car, 
who would get the biggest 
piece of candy and who 
would get the first turn. "A t 
our house,”  recalls 
Thibodeaux, “ a major crisis 
could erupt over who got to 
hold the empty icing bowl 
while the rest of the group 
licked it clean.”

If you were an only child 
you may recall resenting a 
classm ate who was the 
"teacher’s pet” or the one 
who always seemed to be 
able to beat your test score 
by 5 or 6 points. Maybe you

tried out for a sport, the 
band or the drill team and 
remember the emotional 
highs and lows associated 
with that experience.

As adults we experience 
competition at work, in daily 
traffic, in leisure time 
activities, and in many adult 
relationships. Many 
Americans are competitive 
in dress, selection of cars 
and the way we drive them. 
We often experience a sense 
of com petition, real or 
imagined, over who has the 
nicest yeard, the largest 
boat and the smartest chil­
dren. "M y neighbor.”  says 
Thibodeaux, “ does not want 
to win ’yard of the month’ 
because she would then feel 
she had to jat the per­
formance and might be 
tempted to pull up her 
neighbor’s prize roses or 
stomp their zinnias.”

The competition that 
children experience in 
today’s society is tremen­
dous I Even kindergarten 
students are often concerned 
about having the right kind 
of lunch Ut, gym shoes and 
blue jeans. Children are 
playing "T ee” ball, soccer 
and pee wee basketball in 
competitive leagues almost
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before they have graduated 
from their sandboxes and 
tricycles. They are often 
performing in front of an 
audience while their parents 
are alternating between 
shouting words of encour­
agement and screaming in 
the “ agony of defeat” or 
decrying their child's sud­
den, unexplainable loss of 
intelligence. You can recog­
nize this phenomena if you 
are sitting in the audience, 
because one parent will turn 
to the other and say "Did 
you see what your child just 
did?”

Thibodeaux says that 
competition is a natural and 
integral part of our lives, we 
need only to help young 
people learn to cope with it 
while we as parents remind 
ourselves that it is that 
child’s "turn” to slide into 
home plate, and not our own 
second chancel
