Elderly citizens are

And, while an 
elderly citizen's property 
may inertase in value 
through the years, the
school taxes owing in any 
one year on house and yard 
cannot be greater than the 
amount owed in 1979, or in 
the first year the property 
owner qualified for the
exemption, whichever is 
later.

Installment Payment

Those individuals who are 
at least 65 yearn of age may 
pay at least one-fourth of a 
taxing u n u  taxes imposed 
on property that the person 
owns ant occupies as a 
residence hometlead, before 
the February 1 delinquency

date, and then pay the 
remaining taxes without 
penalty or interest in three 
equal installments. The first 
installment must be paid 
before April 1, the second 
installment before June 1, 
and the third installment 
before August 1.

Disability Exemption
Citizens who are totally 

disabled and qualify for the 
r e s id e n c e  h o m e s te a d  
exemption are entitled to an 
additional exemption of 
$10,000 off the market 
value of their residence 
Itomestead. This exemption 
applies to school taxes only.

A property owner may not 
receive both the disability 
exemption and the $10,000 
exemption for the elderly.

Soil Conservation To 
Change Name

The U.S. Department of 
A g r i c u l t u r e ' s  S o i l  
Conservation Service has 
had a name change to the 
N a t u r a l  R e s o u r c e s  
Conservation Service. The 
new agency was authorized 
as part of the USDA’s 
reorganization in October by 
Agriculture Secretary Mike 
Espy.

"Our new name more 
accurately reflects what we 
do," said Paul W. Johnson, 
chief of the Natural 
Resources Conservation 
S e r v i c e .  " O u r  
responsibilities go further 
than soil conservation. 
They have for some time."

While the agency has 
focused on soil conservation 
for the past 60 years, it has 
also been the kev federal 
agency to offer technical 
help on private lands for 
improvements to water, 
wildlife habitat, forest lands, 
grasslands and o ther  
resources connected to the 
land. More recently, the 
agency has worked with the 
nation’s private Undowners 
to increase acreage of 
grasslands, wetlands and 
forest Unds through USDA 
programs.

"More than two-thirds of 
the land in this country is 
privately owned. Those 
private landowners are the 
key to our environmental 
well-being," Johnson said. 
"We will continue to build 
on our 60 years of 
experience with a unique 
relationship between the
federal government and 
those landowners, as well as 
our partnership with local 
conservation distircts,” 
Johnson added.

T h e  new  N a t u r a l  
Resources Conservation 
Service will continue to have 
responsibility for all the 
programs of the former Soil 
Conservation Service. In
addition, several other 
p rog ram s have been
transferred to it: the
WetUnds Reserve Program, 
the Water Bank Program, 
the Forestry Incentives 
Program, the Colorado 
River Salinity Control 
Program, and the Farms for 
the Future Program.

The Natural Resources 
Conservation Service will 
increasingly look at all
resources on private lands 
a s  i t s  r e s o u r c e  
conservationists help private 
landowners on a voluntary 
basis. "We will continue to 
be the American people’s 
link to private Unds, as 
helping caretakers of the

land. But we think of land 
itself as a core constituent 
I think we speak for the

Land with a capital "L" - - 
to go beyond the soil 
resource," Johnson said. 
"What’s done on our vast 
acreage of private Unds 
encompasses so much more 
- - our water, our forest 
Unds, our wildlife, our air 
and our quality of life."
