Plane Crash
Claims Life
Of OKC Man

Rescue units were called
out Sunday night from
Groom, White Deer and
Panhandie around 7:45 p.m.
when a report came in as to
a plane crash.

The crash was witnessed

by travelers along 140 as
well as Jerry and Nadine
Thoraton of Groom, who
were working in a field
ncarby. The plane went
down in a maize field seven
miles west of Groom, just
north of 1-40.

Reports at the scenc by
Sheriff Loren Brand said,
"The wreckage was severe,
burning both the plane and
pilot, the only occupant in
the plane, both being
burned beyond recognition.”

Authorities identified the
pilot as 47 year old, Howard
Don Chumiey of Oklahoma
City. He was enroute from
Amarillo to Guthrie,
Oklahoma. The plane left
Amarillo at 7:26 p.m.

Craig Howard, a local
pilot and crop duster, told
the Groom/MclLean News
that he speculated the pilot
