Dear Editor
I secured an itemized 

« W  of the expenses for the 
change of venue for the 
Skinner triaL If you want 
to ruin your day, get one 
and see how our District 
Judge Sims spent Gray 
County’s money.

This trial cost about 
$250,000 MORE in Fort 
Worth than here in Gray 
County. To put this in 
perspective, Gray County 
has about 125 employees. 
You could give each one a
ra ise  o f  S2 ,0 0 0  p e r  yea r .
