R e v e re n d  A rc h ie  
Cooper was the invited 
speaker in the Christian 
H eritage Pentecostal 
Holiness Church located 
at 900 South Nelson St. 
in Amarillo, Sunday, May 
19th. where Reverend 
Gary Burd is pastor and 
also Superintendent of the 
Great Plains Conference 
o f the International 
P en tecosta l H oliness 
Church. Cooper was 
assigned to that local 
church as pastor sixty 
years ago this coming 
A u g u s t .  T h e
congregation had only a 
vacant lot to build a 
church on. and Reverend 
Cooper had some 
Carpentry experience, and 
led the way with donated 
help to build a church 
hoee 32 by 50 feet 
Only one or two of those 
members are surviving, 
and they do not live in 
Amarillo, however the

church was continued and 
is a thriving church with 
two services Sunday 
morning; which was a 
new experience for 
Archie.

Some years ago the 
church was moved to its 
present location and 
enlarged more than one 
tim e  s in c e  th e n . 
However, some of the 
original lumber is still in 
the building When 
Cooper was running short
