Many lawmen fear forthcoming 
changes in the statutes will hinder 
them in combatting crime in 
Texas They feel new procedures 
tend to molly-eoikile criminals.

Meanwhile, Atty Gen WaggowT 
Carr is continuing a senes of 
seminars over the state to explain 
provisions of the new code. A con­
ference at the University of Texas 
on Nov. 11-13 will explore It in 
depth.

Widows may now qualify at age 
60. instead of age 62. for monthly 
social security benefits based on
the earning* of thi' deceased hus­
band. according to Hal Geldon. 
district manager of the Amarillo

The amount of the benefit is re­
duced if thi* widow is under 62 
whin the benefit starts, and the 
nstuction continues after age 62. 
On the average, however, the widow
