The first o f them* offensive defen­
sives was the attack on the French 
fortress o f Verdun, where the work* 
were subjected to a whirlwind o f fire 
beginning February 21 The gains o f 
the first week were great, sod German 
critics foretold the collapse of the 
French. Two o f the defending forts, 
Vaux and Ibiuaumonl. fell, and Impor- 

ffivren ad the
Meuse river s* well.

But Joffre rallied hl« men In splen­
did fashion an<l sold ••«« h yard o f 
ground at an awful cost In German 
bl-s-l. Step by step the crown prince's 
men pushed forward, hut t-slay they 
are still more than two mile* from the 
ruined fortress town and live resist­
ance of the French Is as strong as 
ever.

Austrian Drive Checked.
The second Teutonic offensive was 

organised by the Austrians la the
