*  f American ethnology has described and flgur- l .. ;, r tlon
of teautlful lottery from the Mlmhrea valley of New Merlco dating back to 
prwhlstortc time* This ancient pot­
tery la the first ever brought from 
that valley to the t'nlted States Na 
tlonal museum, and 1* unrepresented 
In other museum* Its ImsH.rtance 
lies In the fart that a comparative)* 
large number of specimen* have hu­
man and other figure* palnt.-d upon 
them and that they resemble those on 
the pottery from C'»**s Urnndoa, In 
Mel t o

A* the former Inhabitants of the ________ _
Mlmbres valley have left no traceable
descendants and aa there are no historical records concerning them. H la 
necessary to rely on a study of the archeological remains for knowledge of 
their culture

The early dweller* of this land were Ignorant of writing, although they
rut on the r<>rks pictures or pl. tographa, many of which occur In tho Mttu- 
brea valley near the al'es of old rutn*

The animal and human figures painted on the pottery bowls are very 
realistic, and remain today pradl ally little changed In design and color even 
after the la; of . • nluries The art shown In these figures ws* well ad­
vanced the drawings represent human figures, although there are many 
mammals, fish and bird* The delineations of the birds are especially true 
to nature, and at the same time quite realistic, though somewhat conven­
tional Geometric designs na well ns symbols are characteristic and highly
Instructive.

One of the howls collected by Doctor few kes shows three hunters follow. 
Ing s deer, another depict* n hunter with e curved stick, evidently an archaic 
w-upon resembling the throwing stick

HINTS ON RAISING PEANUTS

Valuable Crop In houth and loutn*»**t 
Overlooked by Many Farm er*— 

Always In Demand.

Feanuta are a very valuable crop In 
tbe Houtbweet and South, where tho 
soil 1* light and tbe clim ate friendly, 
but a great many farm ers do not ***m  
to know It.

T b *  nuts ran be raised more cheap­
ly and more easily than corn and they 
always bring a good prtc*.

Moth horse* and cattle  are fond of 
hay, and It make* excellent roughage.

Feanuta are on* of (he best crop* 
going for boy*, because tbey seem to 
take more Interest In thl* tban In any 
other crop on tha farm particularly If 
they are allowed to have the proceed*, 
which they should have

The way to start U to get perfectly 
good seed. 'Ihe nuta should bo 
smooth, of good alxe, and free from 
any blemish.

In Kansas and Mtaaourt the aeed 
should be planted about the laat of 
April, hut In Virginia they are often 
planted earlier. Do not plant until tbe 
ground baa become warm.

Flant two seeds In a hill, and make 
the hill* three feet apart, or tbey can 
be planted In checkrow*

Keep tbe ground loose and mellow 
with cultivator and boe until tbn plant 
begins to make little  rootllke pods 
which later develop Into nut*. After 
that all tbe work that I* necessary ta 
euough to keep do* n the weeds.

HINTS ON RAISING PEANUTS

Valuable Crep In South and beuthwrast 
Overlooked by Many Formant— 

A lw a y s  In Oamand.

Peanuts aro a very valuable crop In 
the Houthweet and South, where tbe 
soil to light and the climate friendly, 
but a great many farm ers do not seem 
to know It.

The nuts can ba raised more cheap­
ly and more easily than corn and thsy 
always bring a good price

Both horses and cattle are fond of 
hay. and It makes excellent roughage.

Peanuts are one of (be beat crops 
going for boys, because they aeem to 
take more Interest In this than In any 
other crop oa tbe farm --particularly If 
they are allowed to have the proceeds, 
which they should have.

The way to start Is to get perfectly 
good seed- The nuta should be 
smooth, of good atxe, and free from 
any blemish.

In Kunaaa and Missouri the ared 
should be planted about the last of 
April, but In Virginia they are often 
planted earlier. I>o not plant until tbe 
ground has become warm.

Plant two seeds In a hill, and make 
the hills three feet apart, or they can 
be planted tn checkrows

Keep the ground loose and mellow 
with cultivator and hoe until the plant 
begins to make little  rootllke poda 
which later develop Into nuta. After 
that all the work that la necessary ta 
enough to keep down the weeda.

In the South many growers cover 
the bloom as aoon as It develops, hut

We cannot use our great Alaakan domain, ahlps 
will not ply thither, if thoae const* and their many 
hidden dangers are not thoroughly surveyed and 
charted

The work ta incomplete at almost every point. 
Hhipa and lives have been lost In threading what 
were auppoeed to be well known main channels 
We have not provided adequate vessels or s ite  
quate machinery for the aurvey and charting W’e 
have need old vessels that were not big enough 
or strong enough and which were so nearly uneea 
worthy that our Inspectors would not have allowed 
private owners to send them to sen. This Is a 
matter which, as I have said, seems small, but te 
Is reality very great Its Importance has only 
te be looked Into to be appreciated ’’
