Butterm ilk In Spiea Cake Improve*
the Flavor—May Alee t a  Used 

In Making Gingerbread.

For doughnuts h a ts  ready a scant 
cupful of sugar, one egg, a  pinch of 
salt, a  cupful of milk, two cupfula of 
Hour, two teaapoonfuls of baking pow- 
dar and a piece of butter the else of 
a butternut or three tabiespoonfuD of 
melted butter. Stir together In the 
usual way and turn the mass out oa to 
a mixing hoard. Then roll out. aJd- 
•ng flour to prevent the mass from 
sticking to the board

A very nice spice cake is made with 
buttermilk The buttermilk seems to 
Impart tenderness as well as richness 
to the cake. Cream one cupful of 
sugar and a scant half cupful of but­
ter Add a cupful of buttermilk and 
stir tb s mixture into two cupfula of 
flour sifted with a teaspoonful of 
soda, half a teaspoonful of cloves and 
half a grated nutmeg When taking 
the cake from the oven after baking 

1 act the tins containing tt Into cold 
water and let It stand until the cakg 
la cold..

Buttermilk can also be used to ad­
vantage In gingerbread. I 'ae  a cup­
ful of molasses, a  third of a  cupful 
of melted butter, a  cupful of butter­
milk. an egg. a  teaspoonful of soda 
dissolved In hot water, a teaspoonful 
of ginger, two and a half cupfuls of 
flour and a little salt. Mix well and 
bake

If there la sour milk on band tt 
will make a delicious loaf cake Cream 
a scant half cupful of butter wtth on# 
and a half cupfuls of powdered sugar. 
Add two beaten eggs and half a cup­
ful o f sour milk. S tir In a half cup­
ful of grated chocolate that has been 
dissolved In half a  cupful of boiling 
water and allowed to cool. Flavor 
wtth a teaapoonful of vanilla and stir 
tha whole Into one and three-quarter 
cupfula of flour atfted with a lea- 
spoonful of soda Hake in a loaf tin 
In a moderate oven.

WAY OF IRONING TABLECLOTH
W n ta r  o f  E v p e rle n c *  D e s crib e s

Mathod Which Shs Bel laves to 
Be the Beat to Follow.

A tablecloth should be pulled Into 
shape before tMgng Ironed. After It 
la pulled Into shape, fold It together 
lengthwise through the middle, so 
that tha wri ng aide will be outside. 
Then turn back the edges o f each 
aide sc that the cloth la tn four long 
folda. each fold of the aanin width. 
Tha outer fold will now be right aide 
out. Iron these two outer folda, then 
turn them Inside and Iron the two In­
ner folda that are now outside and 
are the right side of the tablecloth. 
Whea the four folda are thus finished 
the long length can be doubled back 
and forward the desired width, but 
the crossw ise folda should not be 
Ironed In. Papers ran be placed 
where the tablecloth hangs over on 
the floor from tha Ironing board. A 
little  practice will soon make you per­
fect. The old fashioned way was to 
Brat Iren a tablecloth on the wrong 
aide, but the tableelotha coming un­
der my o beer vat Ion that look beat are 
Ironed la the manner above described.

New Orleans Entertained Whole Honduran Navy

NEW ORLEANS.—The Honduran navy puffed and churned Ua lonely way 
Into the port of New Orleans, up the Mississippi river, a few daya ago 

It warped—Just like a regular dreadnought Its way to a berth at tho docks
of the 8t. Andrew street landing. A ____
few minutes later Capt. Francisco 
Hnnabrta. the commander of the 
"navy" proudly marched on to tho 
wharf

A dozen or more barefooted sal! 
ora scampered about the deck to tidy 
up things after the trip from Hon­
duras to New Orleans, while the com­
mander went looking about for a suit­
able place to rest Ills dusky, weary 
hotly while the navy underwent re­
pairs. The navy was so small that It
was three or four daya before the port officials discovered that It waa here , 
It ronalats of (he warship General Darahona. Once a private yacht, then 
tbe I'nlted Stales ship Siren, veteran of the Spanish American war. the 
General Marahona la 144 feet long, lk-foot beam and 11-foot draft. Hhe Is 
capable of tbe speed of an average torpedo boat, however, the captain de­
clared. He explained that republics of Central America do not go In very 
strongly for navies. Revolutions down there aren’t financed on sums of 
monev that would make much of a showing In warships.

As a private yacht the General Ilarabona had quite a reputation. Hhe 
was originally built for an unnamed Philadelphia millionaire. For several 
years her decks and saloons were tho scene of gay gatherings Not long be­
fore the Hpatilsh-Araerlcan war tho boat waa stripped of Its finery end L'ncle 
Ham called It the Siren.

Captain Hanabrla say* that tho overhauling or the navy would Increase
