In one of the passages from the description of 
the raid made hy (ierieral Sulllvnn <m the Five 
Nations In his memorable punitive expedition dur­
ing the Revolutionary war. It Is set forth thnt 
Hmung the rows of corn were found cucumbers 
and watermelons so delicious thnt the raider* «Ht 
down to eat of them, eveu though the hour wus 
two o'clock In the morning. The Indians Intro­
duced melons of nil kinds from southern ellmes, 
nnd hy extreme cure adapted them to northern 
temperatures.

It was after the ndrent of Columbus that the 
Indians of this continent bettne proficient in the 
cultivation of the "Irish” |mtnto. The tuber wns 
brought from the Andeun heights by Spanish ad­
venturers and was Introduced In the Southern 
part of the United State*. Hefore the American 
Revolution, however, the Indian experts were de­
veloping many varieties of It and the Iroquois 
were especially proficient ns growers of the root, 
of which there are about 2t«> vurletle*. Potato 
meal was originally an Indian product. Yams and 
sweet potatoes were raised In abundance.

The Indlnn farmer also raised many kinds of 
vegetables and was experimenting with many 
others before the advent of the European races.

The tomato, which Is of South 
American origin, wns on his list. 
Although he did not have onions, 
he wus gathering ninny kinds nf 

— W-w-ee bullet, mo b as UUes. and 
using them In soups. The Indlnn 
dietary Included the greens 
rooked with a pleee nf fat meat. 
Sumac, sorrel, milkweed, yellow 
dock and dandelion were hIso on 
his menu. He was gathering 
mushroom and puffballs and oth­
er fungi. In fact, the Indian 
was uhle at all times to give to 
the strangers from beyond the 
great water a revised menu. The 
peunut, which Is now so plenti­
fully sold here, was considered 
a valuable food product by the 
Indians.

The Amerlcnu apple owes
much to the care of the Indian farmers, for the 
Indian wns nn able pomologtst. It wns not un­
usual 150 years ago for Indian orchards to have 
1,500 trees' nil of which hnd been duly pruned 
and cultivated by the people we are prone to re­
gard as nomndlc sn' iges. To the world the Indian 
Introduced such fruits ns the persimmon, the paw­
paw. the plnenpple and the Virginia strawberry.

Primitive ns the manual part of the farming of 
the Indlnns may seem, their agriculture did very 
well with the facilities which were available. 
Science points strniigly to the theory that the 
horse hud Its origin In this Western world, hut 
ihe nnlmnl disappeared many aeons before the 
nborlglnes appear'd. The Indint! hnd neither 
horses nor bullork*. nnd had he developed a plow 
he would have had no animals to draw It. He had 
no wheels, rnkes or such devices, for the wheel 
hnd never been In use among primitive races of 
the Atnerlcnns. The dog-drawn litter, or travols, 
was uhout ns near as the Indlnn ever got to a 
wagon. HJs agricultural Implements were few 
and simple. What with his hoe nnd mattock, his 
willow rake nnd his planting stick, he hnd run 
the gamut nf tools. What he lacked ln equipment 
he made up In enthusiasm and skill.

It Is no doubt true that the major­
ity of people buy for food the things

As meat proteins nre pnrtlculnrly 
liable to putrefaction ln the Intestinal 
tract, these products through the ac­
tivity of bacteria, nre often poisonous, 
and when absorbed Into the system 
give rise to hosts of Ills.

The foods which may take the place 
of ment supplying the body with all 
that it needs to repair waste nnd give 
heat and energy, nre milk. eggs, cheese, 
nuts und peas and beans. Ity using 
these foods and cutting down the meat 
allowance the heulth will be better 
und the purse heavier.

It f\—An expedition organized hy 
the bureau of American ethnology of the Smith­
sonian Institution anil the Museum of the Amer­
ican Indian. 11 eye Foundation of New York < Ity, 
under the Immediate direction of Mr. F. W Hodge, 
ethnologist In charge of the bureau mentioned, 
has Ju«t concluded Its first season of excavating 
among the ruins of Ilawlkuh In western New 
Mexico. This pueblo was one of the famed 
“Seven rules of Cibola," which wns seen hy Mnr- 
eos de Nlza. n Franciscan friar. In 1539. nnd was 
the scene of the death of his negro guide nnd com­
panion. In the following year the pueblo wns 
Stunned hv Francisco Vnsque* Coronado, the cele-

eight objects of turquoise mosaic, consisting of 
ornamental hair combs, ear pendants, nnd hulr 
ornaments, some of which ure so well executed 
as to be among the finest examples of encrusted 
turquoise ever found In America, nnd far exceed­
ing the mosaic work of the Hopl Indians In Ari­
zona today. < 'f the fnbrics, various examples 
were recovered, nnd Indeed In one instance the 
clothing of a woman wns so well preserved thnt 
It was possible to study the character of her 
dress from neck to feet.

The pottery of the Hawikuh people, us men­
tioned. possesses a wide range of decoration nnd 
coloring. Most of the designs are geometric, hut 
numerous highly conventionalized figures of birds, 
us well as many lifelike forms of quadrupeds, 
the eagle, the butterfly, the tadpole, nnd the corn 
plant were found. Many of the vessels nre deco­
rated with a distinct glaze, black nnd green pre­
dominating. The vessels consist chiefly of bowls, 
ranging In size from tiny toy affairs to some ns 
large ns 15 Inches in diameter; but there ure also 
large and small water Jugs, nnd black, undeeo- 
rnfod cooking pots, duck-shaped vessels, and the 
like.

The finds Include, among others, the eere- 
montnl paraphernalia of a medicine man, comprls- 
Ing his medicines; a turkey’s egg containing the 
hones of the embryo nnd accompanied hy a food 
bowl; several skeletons of eagles, turkeys, and 
dogs that had tieen ceremonially hurled, and de­
posits of pottery that hnd been broken In snort- 1 
flee nnd deposited In the cemetery not as hurtnl 
accompaniments. It was the custom of the Ztinls 
of Hnwlkuh to “kill" nil the vessels deposited 
with their dead hy throwing them into the graves, 
and this wns likewise the ense with other house­
hold utensils, such ns nictates nnd mnnos used 
In grinding corn. Some of the vessels escaped In­
jury, while all of the fragments of the hroken 1 
ones were carefully gathered nnd will be repaired.

The site of Hnwlkuh covers nn area of about 
750 hy 850 feet, so thnt only a comparatively 
small pnr» of the sltê  wns excavated during this 
season. The refuse wns found to attain n depth 1 
of 14*4 feet In the western slope, nnd It will 
probably he found to reach n depth of nt least 
1.8 feet before the walls of the summit of the ele- 1 
vnflnn nre reached.

An Interesting discovery consists of the remains ! 
of ninny walls entirely benenfh this great deposit 
of refuse, showing thnt the site wns occupied In 
prehistoric times long before Hawikuh Itself was 
built.

A FEW FRAPPES AND GRANITES.

Frappes nre real thirst quenchers es­
pecially used to serve from the punch 

bowl at tens, receptions 
and dunces. They are 
made of fruit Juices, 
while the granites nre 
another form of fmppea 
In which the bits of fruit 
ure us»*d with the Juice.

Tea Frappe.—Boll a 
cupful of sugar and two 
cupfuls of water for five 
minutes. Add a pint of 
s t r o n g  te n  I n f  uslon. 

freshly made nnd cooled, then the 
grated rind and Juice of three oranges, 
the Juice of two lemons nnd one onn of 
grated pineapple. Freeze If desired or 
pack la a mold In equal pnrts of Ice 
and salt for three hours. Remove from 
the mold nnd garnish with slices of 
lemon or crushed mint lenves dipped In 
powdered sugar.

Coffee Frappe.—Make Ihe coffee of 
the desired strength, strain, cool anil 
sweeten, place In n mold and pack In 
Ice nnd snlt. Serve garnished with 
whipped cream. Chocolate 01 cocuu 
may be prepared in the same manner.

Fruit Juice Frappe.—Tnke two cup­
fuls of fruit Juice, one cupful of sugar 
and two cupfuls of water, the Juice of 
two lemons. Cook the sugar and wa­
ter for five minutes, cool and add the 
fruit Juices. Bury In equal parts of Ice 
nnd salt for three hours. If 0 finer 
texture Is desired use one pnrt of snlt 
to two of Ice nnd nllow It to stnnd for 
five hours.

Orange and Grape Juice Frappe.—
Add one cupful of sugar to two cupfula 
of grape Juice and one cupful of orange 
Juice, with a fourth of a cupful of 
lemon juice. One cupful of cream may 
be added If desired. Fill the mold 
and pack as usual In Ice and salt. 
Garnish with whlp|>cd cream In serv­
ing.

Cider Frappe.—To four cupfuls of 
sweet cider add one-half cupful of 
sugar nnd the Juice of a lemon. Frees* 
as usual.

Granites are made using a sugar 
sirup, with fruit Juice nnd one or two 
cupfuls of crushes! or chopped fruit 
To four cupfuls of ripe cherries, cut 
up after stoning, add two eupfuls of 1 
sugar and the Juice of a lemon. Placo 
In a mold In salt and Ire At* hours.

The calf should always receive Its 

mother's milk at first, us the colostrum, 
or first Uulk, stimulates the calf's 
stomach ami other digestive organs to 
action. Most dairymen prefer to keep 
the calf with the cow for about forty- 
eight hours immediately after birth. It 
may be best to allow a weak calf or one 
that does not gain strength readily tc 
remain a longer time, but It Is some­
times difficult to teach the calf to drink 
after sucklug the cow for a time, and 
serious trouble mny result from its fail­
ure to obtain food.

Cleanliness Essential.
Successful raising of calves requires 

absolute cleanliness. Calf pens should 
always be kept clean and be supplied 
with plenty of dry bedding. Discarded 
feed should be removed from the feed 
boxes, which should be thoroughly 
brushed and denned each day. All 
milk fed should be fresh and clean, 
which Is true also of other feeds. Milk

provided, the calf can be weaned ear­
lier; also the stroug.'r and more vigor­
ous the calf the earlier it can !>« 
weaned. On the other hand, the more 
valuuble the calf the more expense the 
owner Is warranted In developing It 
»nd the later It probably will be 
weaned. If skim or separated milk Is 
plentiful, calves may he fed profitably 
until eight or ten months old.

When the calf Is in Its second week, 
it should begin to receive grain, and 
when one month old It should eat about 
half a pound a day. After this time the 
quantity of grain may be gradually In- 
■ reusfiL feeding all that the,calf .will

palls should be scalded thoroughly 
with boiling water, or sterilized with 
ateum if possible.

Milk from cows having a communi­
cable disease, as tuberculosis, should be 
pasteurized (heated to 115 degrees 
Fahrenheit and held at that tempern- 
ture for 30 minutes) before It is fed 
to calves. Separated milk from a 
creamery also should lie pasteurized, 
because it Is practically Impossible to 
know that such milk Is free from infec­
tion.

Better results are obtained by feed­
ing young calves three times a day, 
with the periods between feeding as 
nearly equal as possible. When fed In 
this way the calf does not overload Its 
stomach, and the digestion of the feed 
is more evenly distributed throughout 
the 24 hours. Kegularity In feeding Is 
Important. When calves are fed but 
twice a day the feeding should be as 
nearly as possible 12 hours apart.

Amount of Milk for Calf.
At birth a 50-pound calf should have 

about eight pounds of whole milk a 
day. while a 100-pound one should have 
about twelve pounds. For the first four 
days milk from the dam should be fed, 
then that from any of the other cows in 
the herd, preferably not from any that 
are nearly dry. Milk containing not 

i more than 4 i>er cent butterfut Is con­
sidered best.

At the beginning of the third week 
either skiin or separated milk may he 
substituted for whole milk at the rate 
of one pound a flay. The dally ration 
may be increased from two to four 
pounds, depending upon the vigor of 
the calf. When the calf does not drink 
eagerly what is offered, the quantity 
should be cut down. Tlie ration at the 
end of the third week usually should be 
approximately one-half whole and one- 
half separated milk. During the fourth 
week the change should be continued 
until by the end of the week only sep­
arated milk Is fed, unless the calf Is 
very delicate. With especially vigor­
ous calves the change to sep­
arated milk can be made about a week 
earlier. The quantity fed cun be In­
creased gradually to 18 to 20 pounds a 
day.

Time for Weaning.
Six months Is probably a good aver­

age nge at which to wean calves from 
milk. The age depends upon the cost 
of the milk In relation to the value of 
the calf. Its breed, size, vigor, etc. The

cat until three pounds n day is reached, 
probably during the third month. Grain 
fed to supplement separated tullk 
should never be mixed with the milk. 
It Is questionable whether the prepara­
tion of grain In any way, rueh as soak 
ing or boiling, is ndvisnble under most 
circumstances.

Wheat bran is eaten readily by 
young calves. Corn has an excellent 
physiological effect and to a great ex­
tent mny take the place of fat removed 
from skim or separated milk. Kxperl- 
ments tend to show that corn fed to 
calves should be cracked rather than 
finely ground. Ground oats are good In 
grain mixtures when available, but In 
inanv cases cost much more per unit 
of feed than corn and bran. The fol­
lowing grain mixtures are recommend­
ed In the bulletin:

(1) Three parts cracked corn and one 
part wheat bran.

(2) Three parts rraeked corn, one 
part wheat bran, and one part ground 
oats.

(11) Three parts cracked corn, one 
part wheat bran, one part ground oats, 
and one part linseed meal.

(4) Five parts cracked corn, one part 
wheat bran, one part ground oats, and 
one part blood meal.

(5) Oats, ground.
Feed Palatable Roughage

Glover hay, alfalfa bay. or the most 
palntnhle roughage available should be 
given the calf after the second week.

Alfalfa Is liable to cause scours, nnd 
should he fed sparingly at first and in­
creased only after the calf gets accus­
tomed to It. At first, hny should be 
furnished only In u handful at u time 
and be placed so that it cannot be 
soiled. For thp first six months, nt 
least, the calf should receive all the 
roughage of good quality that It will 
eat up clean. When the calf has access 
to good pasture during the first six 
months. It need not receive other 
roughnge. It is not advisable, however, 
to have the culf under two months of 
age on pasture in the early spring.

Careless and Nervous Handling 
Will Cause Trouble in Any 

Colony— Study Habits.
(By LEONARD HA8EMAN. Missouri Col- 

lege o f Agriculture.)
To the beginning beekeeper, his first 

attempt to open the hive and handle 
the combs nnd bees mny be beset with 
some difficulties, but In time this be­
comes the most fascinating part of hoe- 
keeping. Study the bees, their habits, 
nnture, likes and dislikes, nnd then ac­
custom yourself to their ways. The 
honey bee is not a vicious creature, 
nnd If given Any thing like the consid­
eration It deserves It will not fight.

Gareless and nervous handling will 
stnrt trouble In any bee colony. A 
veil should be worn to protect the face. 
Gool smoke should he used sparingly 
nt the entrance nnd under the cover ns 
It Is being gently raised. Smoke may 
be used to Induce the workers to fill 
their honey stomachs with honey. In 
this condition they are less likely to 
sting. Pinching bees between the 
Angers Invites trouble, as it Is their 
privilege nnd nnture to resent such 
cureless treatment. The warm part of 
the day, when the workers are actively 
gathering nectar or pollen Is the best 
time to handle the colony, for nt such 
limes there Bre fewer bees In the hive, 
nnd those present are more docile. 
The brood chamber should not be 
opened when the wenther Is cold If It 
can be avoided, for the queen and the 
brood may become chilled.

These are a few of the precautions 
which the beginning beekeeper In par­
ticular should keep In mind. A careful 
stndy of the bee nnd Its life and hnbtts 
nnd a little effort to adjust one’s ac­
tions to those of the bees will soon 
make beekeeping both an Interesting 
nnd profitable pursuit. Every farmer 
should produce his own supply of 
honey hjr keeping and properly caring 
for a few stands of bees.
