PEANUT GAINS FAVO

Insistent Demand for Informa-
tion Regarding This Crop.

Acreage Will Be Materially Increased
All Over Growing Area of United
States This Year—Likes
Sandy Loam.

(By FLETCHER DAVIS, Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

The disasters that befell the cotton
crop in 1014, when the price fell below
the minimum cost of production, and
{n 1916, when the ravages of the boll
weevil curtalled the yield, coupled
with the present scarcity and high
price of all kinds of feed stuffs, has
stimulated as nothing else could have
done, an interest In diversification. In
casting about for avalluble crops that

promise a reasonable profit, the pea-
'nut seems to be the most popular.

From every direction, therefore, there
comes an iosistent demand for infor-
mation about this crop.

The peanut belongs to the legume
family, but has the habit pecullar to
kself of forming its pods or peas un-
derground. It came to be called a
nut because of the delightful nutty
flavor of its peas; and botanically it Is
known as Arachis hypogea, a term
that 18 sald to indicate its peculiar
rharacteristic of maturing its fruit un-
derground,

The origin of this plant Is somewhat
but it is known to be a
tropical plant; and it was brought to
the plantations of Virginia and the

tation. Here It was grown in a lim-
{ted way for many years, but it never
became of commercial importance un-
til about 1870.

stock-feeder varlety, but not generally
grown; the Valencia, a very similar
pennut to the Tennessee, that matures
n about 120 days; the Afriean or
Yorth Carolina, a peanut rich in ofl,
t napdar on aceount of its run-
~eieties: and. lastly, that

! popular favorite, the Spanish peanut.
l’ The Spanish s a quick grower, matur.
{ Ing In about 80 days and welghs 30
{ pounds to the bushel. It is of the
bunch variety and forms its prolific
| fruit in a thick cluster of thin shell
{pods, with usually two plump peas to
'each pod, close to the base of the
plant, rendering it easy of both cultl-
vation and harvesting. It Is rich In
oll and is the most generally grown
peanut for crushing and stock feed-
{ng.
Likes Sandy Loam.

The peanut thrives best in a loose,
sandy loam that Is well drained and
containg plenty of llme. Most any
soll, however, that does not crust or
bake too readlly after rains, will grow
peanuts; although it would not be
! profitable to grow them for commer-
cial purposes on clayey solls that will
adhere to the nuts in digging, on ac-
count of the difficulty of preparing
them for market. The soil should be
thoroughly prepared by early and
deep breaking, where practicable, and
frequent disking and harrowing to
conserve molsture, keep down weed
growth until planting time, and to
put the soil in good tilth. KEach farm-
er should understand the physical na-
ture and the needs of his particular
soll and so handle It as to secure the
best possible seed bed. That the same
method of handling all solls will not
atleln this end is obvious; but the
obtaining of the best possible seed bed
Is the object to be seought and all
methods should be adapted to this
achievement,
