White, Commission­
er of Agriculture, today ce rtifi­
ed the Texas Wheat Producers 
Association to conduct a refer­
endum and producer board e le c ­
tion In 34 Texas Counties un­
der provisions of the Agricultur­
a l Commodity Act of 1969 a c ­
cording to Bill Nelson, TWPA 
Executive Vice President of 
Amarillo, The certification au­
thorizes the association to spon­
sor and conduct a referendum 
whereby producer of wheat In 
the designated area vote on a 
proposition of self assessment 
not to exceed five m ills per 
bushels for research, market 
development, disease and in­
sect control and more efficient
production and marketing pta< 
ticca for wheat. Such a refer -

c  -

endum has been set by the As­
sociation on Tuesday May 11, 
1971 according to Leo Wttkow- 
skl of Hereford, TWPA farmer-
elected president. Withowski 
said that at the same time of 
the assessment referendum, an 
election will be held to elect 
a 9-member producer board to 
administer the program and 
direct the use of funds gener­
ated. Any producer may have 
his name placed on the ballot 
for election to the producer 
board by having his request 
signed by ten other producers 
and submitting It to the asso­
ciation thirty days prior to the 
election.

Withowski said that Texas 
is now eighth in wheat produc­
tion, but u one of the only ma­
jor wheat states that has not 
had a producer funded promo­
tion and development program. 
He said that now producers will 
have an opportunity to initiate 
such activity in an all-ou t uni­
fied effort to Increase indlvual 
growers income, by a yes vote.

The Texas Wheat Producers 
Association was founded in 1950 
and has since been funded and 
directed by producers in the 
High Plains and Rolling Plains 
areas that produce over 751b of 
the States wheat. First head­
quarters office and full-tim e 
professional staff for the organ­
ization was established on Jan.
1, this year in response ton 
needs and demands by producers 
to gain mote Income from dom­
estic and foreign markets. In 
addition to Wltkowskl and Nel­
son. other TWPA o ffic e s  are 
Dwight Hamilton, Vice Presi­
dent, Olney; Ken Kendrick.

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New Marriage And 
Divorce Laws

For more than a year, a new 
code has governed marriage and 
divorce practices in Texas, an­
nounces Jane Fleischer, Exten­
sion family life educationspe- 
ciallst at Texas AAM University

The new Family Lite Code, 
which became law in Jan. 1970 
emphasizes reconciliation In dlv 
orce cases. For example, when 
the Judge receives a divorce pe 
titlon, he can order the couple 
to consult a marriage counselor.

The couple, in turn, 
must report their progress to the 
judge, who may then postpone 
the hearing up to 60 days for ad­
ditional counseling.

The new code also a iters div­
orce courtroom proceedings, a t ­
tempting "to remove the battle­
field nature of these cases, "
Mias Fleischer said. The cases, 
for instance, are now titled,
"in the matter of the marriage 
of John Doe and Mary D oe ," 
rather than "John Doe vs. Mary 
D oe."

Grounds for divorce have 
been expanded under the new 
code. If a marriage falls b e­
cause of personality conflicts, 
the couple does not have to con 
trive cruelty as a defense. ln- 
supportability is also grounds for 
divorce under new law. Insup- 
portability means that the mar­
riage pactlces in Texas. A 
man 19-yean-old can now leg­
ally marry without parental con­
sent. the age for women, how­
ever, remains 18.

Boys, 16, and girls, 14, have 
always been able to form comm 
on law marriages without paren­
ta l  content, 1? they meet three 
requirements: agreeing to be 
husband and wife, living togeth­
er as husband and wife, and  
holding themselves out to the 
public as husband and wife.

The only change in the new 
law is a provision for recording 
these common law marriages. 
This practice will preserve the 
existence of the marriage in or­
der to prove legitimacy of child 
ren and to obtain benefits, such 
as social security.

"The new law actually give 
parents a greater control over 
their teen-agers, " Miss Fleische 
says. Parents can now file annul 
ment suits when undenged 
youths marry without consent. 
These suits apply to both ce re ­
monial and common law m ar­
riages. Under the old law, par­
ents had not legal right to sue 
for annulment.

Other provisions of the new 
Family Life Code Include re­
quiring that a spouse be ahsent 
only a year instead of 3 years 
to qualify a divorce on grounds

WATCH FOR OAK POISONING 
Cattle grazing in pastures in 

which an d  shin oak is growing 
should be watched carefully.
Dr. James M. Armstrong. Ex­
tension veterinarian, warns 
that the plant is very palatable 
and toxic to cattle when it 
first buds in the spring. The 
blossoms, buds, leaves and 
stems are all toxic. Since gra­
zing^* very short in areas where 
the oak is found, stockmen . 
should take special note if c a t­
tle are grazing the plant.

mer in-laws to marry, abolishing 
counter-claims of misconduct as 
a defense in divorce suits, and 
providing that conconation. If 
proved, is a valid defense In 
divorce actions.

The timer provision concern­
ing conconation is acceptable 
only if reconciliation is probable 
The old law stated that reconcil­
iation, once a divorce suit had 
been filed, proved that the plain 
tiff condoned whatever miscon­
duct the defendant had been a c ­
cused of. If reconciliation fa il­
ed, the plaintiff then had to 
find new grounds and file an 
entirely new suit. Lawyers c r i­
ticized that this practice dis­
couraged couples from trying to 
reconcile their differences.
