26 and 50; geese. 4 and 12; prairie 
chicken, 5 daily, witli limit of 10 
for >'eason.

Non-resident hunting license* are 
raised to $.’5. Resident license re­
mains at $2.

To keep down expense is the first 
item. I inspect the ignition sys­
tem weekly, with special attention 
to the distributor, making positive 
all connections are tight. Every 
month I clean and set the spark 
plugs, checking up on the battery 
every two weeks, filling it with dis­
tilled water when necessary, tight­
ening the battery supports and all 
connections, inspecting b a t t e r y  
wires to the starter and to the 
flame ground and noting if the 
commutator on the starting motor 
is dean and not cutting. On the 
li' hting system, checking up all 
connections once a month, making 
sure that the “ cutout” works prop­
erly and does not stick.

LiRiriratain ia, 1 befeve, the 
most important of all items to 
keep down car expense. My grease 
gun is used exactly once a week, 
together with a few drops of oil 
here and there where needed, es­

pecially around the spring leaves. 
Evry five hundred miles I changa 
the crankcase oil, and every three
months the transmission and differ­
ential get a new bath.

1 check my tire inflation every 
other day. Temperature changes
make a lot of difference in air 
pressure. All in all, about two
hours work on the car a week keeps 
it in excellent condition.

W hat’s that? This careful at­
tention isn't absolutely necessary 
to keep a car in good working or­
der? You, dear reader, can think 
what you please. I get a real
kirk out of treating my car like I - 
would a pet, and my car responds 
with constant, economical service.
