GOOD TREATMENT

Animal Should Have Access ¢
Rock Salt at All Timen—
Should Not be Hurrted
by Dog or Horse.

A small quantity of barrel salt
should be given the cow once or twice
& week: and she should have constant
access to rock salt, either in the yard
or pasture

in golug to and from the pastures,
the cows should have the use of a good
wide lane, so that they may not be
hooked and jammed about. Do not hur
ry them with a dog or horse. If the
floors of the barn are of ecement a
small quantity of sand should
sprinkled on the floor before the cows
are turned out or allowed to come In
This will prevent them from slipping

Care should be exercised, when they
Are running together, that heavy cows
do not ride the young helfers when
the latter are in season. Helfers are
frequently injured for IHfe by this
