Most everybody likes to  feast on w ater­
melon. as you can  ea t all you w ant 
w ithout any bad effects lo speak of. 
However, there a re  a few i>eople who 
don 't like melons, but they m ust have 
a missing link In the ir system s som e­
where If s  person will e a t  a  large 
1 »art of two real melons a  day for 
th irty  days he will go a  long way on 
cleaning up his blood stream .

A boy will go fa r th e r  and  use more 
Ilegitím ate m eans to  procure a  w ater­

melon th a n  o th e r specim ens of the 
hum an race.

I can rem em ber when I was a boy 
and lived In the black land and the 
cross tim ber growers would bring mel­
ons to  your doors In covered wagons. 
Mv fa th e r would buy a nice melon 
and m other would say. "We will ru t  
th is  melon a t four o'clock s h a r p " I 
would sit and w atch th e  old family 
clock, and  It »eemrd th a t  It was the 
slowest clork th a t ever moved In  
fact It was so slow th a t It held Its 
hands In fron t at its face, and I was 
accused of runn ing  It up th irty  m in­
u tes several tim es

One tim e my b ro ther and I  and Bid 
Edwards w ent Into a  pa tch  w ithout 
perm ission from  the owner We found 
a melon th a t suited us. carried It out 
In a  nearby cotton patch  in w hich th e  
stalks were over two feet high, and 
burst th e  melon open w ith  our fists 
and began our feast We looked up  
a f te r  a bit and saw a m an rid ing a 
horse across th e  end of th e  field, but 
th inking h r had not seen us. we duck­
ed our heads and  continued our feast 
for some tim e when, on looking up. 
we saw the m an tid ing  s tra ig h t to ­
ward us. We would crawl a wavs and 
th en  cross over a few rows and crawl 
some more, bu t It was all in vain, for 
he tracked us and rode righ t upon us.

In  those old fashioned days I'll sav 
we were em barrassed to  th e  n th  
power. T he horsem an was th e  owner 
nf the patch, and he said. "Boys, I've 
caught vou Now come on; I  am  tak ­
ing you in to  town to the officers" 
We followed him single file w ith our 
eyes on the ground, and we would 
not have seen a street parade If It 
had patu-ed. to  th e  end of th e  melon 
natch where he stopped and directed 
me to  get a melón out of the  patch  
He cut It open and aald. "Now eat 
It.” We tried, but It waa th e  sorriest 
tas ting  melon we ever lasted, and  
nearly choked us. W hile we tried to  
eat. he gave u* a lecture th a t went 
stra ig h t to  the point and wound up 
w ith. "Now boys. If you ever w ant a 
melon and haven 't any money, come 
to  me and ask me for one. and I will 
give It to  you but don 't try  to  steal 
it." W ith  th a t, he let us go

Folks, talk about being lifted from 
the slough of despond to the  m oun­
ta in  top of ecstatic Joy! Till th is dav 
I have nothing but th e  kindest of 
feeling for the  owner of th a t melon 
patch , and I would not steal a  melon 
from him under any circumstance«
I have come to believe, since I have
