Next Sunday’s Lesson

Lesson text, Matthew 5:1-48. Golden
text, Matthew 5:8

The first chanter of the Sermon on
the Mount might be divided as fol-
lows: The character of Christians,
verses 3-12: the influence of Chris-
tians, verses 13-16; the law of right-
eousne s, verses 17-20; the law of
murder, verses 21-26; the law of
adultery, verses 27-32; the law of
perjury, verses 33-37; the law of re-
taliation, verses 38-42; the law of
love, verses 43-48. The entire chap-
ter might be divided into two great
divicions: the subjects of the king-
dom, verses 3-16, and the superiority
of the kingdom, verses 17-48.

The ministry of Jesus had been go-
ing on for close to a year before this
final choice of disciples was made and
the sermon on the mount preached
No doudbt thee same disciples, or

most of them at least, had been with|

Jesus during His early Judean min-
istry and His days of teaching and
healing in Samarta. During this year
they had probably been with Him
more or less on His journeys and had
learned much about Him and had
learned to love Him. But the time
came when it was nece:sary to attach
to Himself a group definitely from
which there would be no turning
back Jesus needed to prepare a
group to carry on His work after
He was gone In choosing them He
preached a sermon on the mount to
them and the multitude. Jesus want-
ed them to know in s0 far as they
could what they were going into,

Jesus spent all night in prayer in
the mountains, and then in the morn-
ing descended to a lower level where
He could teach the people. The first
thing He did was to set out the re-
quirements of His kingdom. Certain-
ly .one einnot faill to see the stem
“necessity of regeneration in these

The first qualification is poverty of
spirit. He did not say weak in spirit
Some men have no ambition, not even
sufficient energy to make a living or
to act as real stewards to God.
