Envelopes Were Unknown
in Country Before 1847

Envelopes, so common today in an
endless variety of sizes, shapes, and
colors, were practically unknown in
this country bhefore 1547 and did not
come into much use until about 1851,
notes a writer 'n the Chieago Tribune,
The usual letter before that time con
sisted of a doubled sheet of writing
paper which was folded and tucked to-

Exploring Earth’s C;\ut
Aids in Geological Work

Within recent years there have been
developed a
methods for exploring the earth's crust.
They are by no means complete in
themselves, but are quite valuable ny
refinements for the geologle methods
They are based upon the fact that
while light cannot penetrate the ground
and enable us to see what Is below us.
the rocks are easlly pentrated by
other radiations, such as sound ant
electrical and magnetle forces,

These methods are especially wa)
uable In prospecting for oll or sul-
phur, writes Thomas M. Beck in the
Chieago Tribune, because of the pe
cullar manner in which these two ma
terials  occur Oll, belng a lquld,
oceurs in paying quantities only where
it 1s bottled up, geologically speaking,
That s, it Is nearly always found in
layers of porous sandstone, along with
salt water, lying between layers of
nonporous limestone which keep It
from leaking away. Since these lay-
€rs are slanting, and since ofl 1s
lighter than water, the ofl collects in
