For good cake, these things are
essentlal: good equipment, good mater-
fal, and good recipes. Good equipment
Includes a large round-bottom mixing
bowl, crockery or glass preferred: a
nerforated wooden spoon for mixing,
measuring cups and spoon, wire egg
whip, square cake pans with round
corners, which are easier to keen
clean and the cake can be sliced to
hetter advantage. Good material must
be of standard brands. Good recipes
must be followed carefully, and all
measures level. The following cake
recipe is recommended (white):

1 cup butter

1 cup sugar

2 23 cups cake flour

3 teaspoons baking powder

s teaspoon salt

9 cups milk

't teaspoon almond extract

1 teaspoon lemon extract

4 egg whites (beaten stiff)

Cream butter to satin Tuster, then
wdd sugar, beating till all sugar is
wdded. Add alternately flour and
milk, beginning and ending with flour.
Fold In egg whites. Cook 30 minutes
at 350°
