COST OF GROWING

CROPS

much to the cost of producing &
crop and reduces the chances for
profit In some cases, the trees
protec.ed only part of the flield and
the crop was lost from the un-
protected portion In others, the
farmer's field was fully protected,

and he could compare his experience
with that of his neighbors
Illustrative of the value of con-
centrated shelterbelt plantings in
Northwest Texas over the past four
years are lower  seeding oosts and
higher returns, reported by many
farm operators in the Rayland com-
munity of Foard county, a number of
farmers in Wilbarger county, in the
Duniap area north of Paducah, in
Garden Valley in Childress county,
in the Hooliyan area In Hardeman
county, and by a number of other
operators in Wheeler, Collingsworth,
Hall and Motley counties. The com-
mon story is that often the protection
afforded by the shelterbelt is the
difference between a crop and no
crop at all

Besides reducing the cost of famm-
ing, the siate director concluded, the
shelterbelts serve to make Crops more
sure in the face of fluctuating pre-
cipitation from year to year. Keep-
ing the winds off the ground, the
helterbelts conserve moisture in the
