Something seem s to have hap­
pened in the centuries between. 
Miss F isher, the novelist, finds 
eager co-opcration throughout the 
country as she launches a cam paign 
to gather a penny a year from  each 
of the 30,000,000 A m erican school 
children for child refugees in all 
countries of the world, of all races 
and beliefs. The pledge will cover 
the entire life of the child. The 
fund, totaling $300,000 a year, wiU 
all go to the children, with private 
pledges covering the cost of adm in­
istration.

Miss F isher, author of about 
25 hooks, including novels, edu­
cational and social studies, has 
been engaged in such hum ane 
enterprises all her adult life. 
During and after the World w ar. 
she spent three years in F rance 
in relief work. In 1934, she be­
cam e chairm an of the Advisory 
Conference of Jew s and Chris­
tians to Oppose Race P rejudice 
and Religious Intolerance. Her 
unceasing battle has been 
against a standardized and m a­
terialised  society.
A native of Law rence, Kan., she 

could call herself Dr. F isher, but 
never does. H er doctorate in philos­
ophy cam e from Columbia univer­
sity in 1904, after her graduation 
from  Ohio S tate university. She 
probably w ears m ore academ ic g a r­
lands than any other Am erican 
woman, with honorary degrees from  
Middlebury college, D artm outh, the 
University of Verm ont, Ohio S tate, 
Northw estern and Williams.

Her home is in Arlington, Vt.

At Calvary, reverent and thought­
ful readers of God’s Word stand 
speechless, and confess them selves 
to be powerless to explain or to ex­
pound the awe-inspiring story, and 
yet just because it is such a story, 
because on that cross the divine Son 
of God gave Himself in sacrificial 
atonement for sin. we m ust do our 
utmost to understand it, to explain 
it, and certainly to declare it to all 
mankind. For when He who knew 
no sin becam e sin for us, it was 
for our sin that He died. Here alone 
do we find redemption.

We approach this scene therefore 
with reverence, and with the prayer 
that we m ay so present the dying 
Saviour to dying men tha t some may 
believe and be saved. We cen ter our 
thoughts around three expressions 
taken from the text.

I. “ They Crucified Him.”
All of the gospel stories a re  re ­

m arkably reticent when they speak 
of the cross. D etails of surround­
ing events a re  given, but when they 
speak of the cross itself, they can 
only say that He was crucified. Let 
us look at the One who hung on 
that sacred tree , for He is the Sa­
viour of the world. Refusing the 
stupefying potion (v. 34) and facing 
death fully conscious, we hear Him 
crying out of the darkness which 
covered all the land, “ My God, my 
God, why hast thou forsaken m e?” 
That cry  indicates the depth to 
which our Saviour went for us.
