The "“Greeks have a word"” for
Mussolini, following the episode in
which Il Duce took personal charge
of the Fascist troops on the Albanian
front,

They called him “bogus Caesar.’'
The story is that Mussolini took
charge about the first week in
March, and that after a short time
at the front he told his generals
they'd have to produce something
& the way of a victory at the “ldes
of March.”

The generals, so they said in Ath-
ens, did their best. Fresh troops
were rushed into the Tepelini battle,
troops well equipped with all the
arms of war, and each attack they
launched, the Greeks said, was beat-
en back with heavy losses
