Under Own Power After Torpedoing; 
11 Crew Members Reported Missing;

Major Incident:

Impact of the torpedoing of the 
destroyer Kearny near Iceland had 
been terrific. First reports of the in­
cident indicated no loss of life but 
when the ship made port (under its 
own power) 11 crew members were 
listed as "missing" and 10 more as 
seriously injured

The full report of Commander 
Danis had been awaited with eager­
ness, particularly after Nazi sources 
called the entire story a "flat lie" 
and stated that the Kearny had 
probably run into an American 
mine

The denial had been expected, and 
the senatorial and congressional 
comment had been along expected 
lines Nye said it was just the sort 
of thing the country could have 
looked for, in following the admin­
istration's foreign policy

Most members of congress, how­
ever. took an extremely serious view 
of the situation, many permitting 
themselves to be quoted that "this 
might well be the spark needed to 
explode us into war."

The incident occurred when the 
house was debating the ship-arming 
bill, but was not believed to have 
had any particular effect on the de­
bate. and the passage of the meas­
ure had been a foregone conclusion

Though the defenders of Moscow 
had been putting up a brilliant and 
tenacious battle, it had become 
evident that only a military miracle 
could save the city

Perhaps a weather miracle might, 
but though there was snow on the 
battlefields, and more was falling 
from time to time, there seemed no 
diminution in the ferocity of the 
German assault, or the man and 
machine power with which it had 
been delivered

Of special interest to men inter­
ested in military maneuvering was 
the Nazi method, aided by its mar 
velously mechanized forces, m shift­
ing the pressure suddenly from one 
front to another

Moscow was assailed from three— ' 
from the northwest, along the road 
from Leningrad, from the west, along 
the historic "Napoleonic highway," 
and from the southwest, following 
the route from Orel

Discounting wild rumors (there 
even had been one report that the 
Russians had recaptured Orel and 
Kalinin, two vital points lost at least 
a week before) it was apparent that 
the Germans had been able to make 
two lines out of the three—roughly 
called the right and left wings at 
the assault.

There could be little question that 
the cost to the invaders in men and 
material was heavy, but alao there 
was little doubt that the retreat 
of the Red armies had of necesaity 
been swift and a heavy dram on 
the Soviet material

Grandiloquent Nazi claims oi the 
smashing of Timoshenko's "eight 
armies' and the collapse of Rusaian 
resistance were perforce discounted 
as wishful thinking on the part of 
the Germans as daily gaina dropped 
from a score of miles to a matter 
of hundreds of yards 

The Russian defenders on one day 
would be calling on their reserves 
to battle smashing assaults on the 
right, and then just as suddenly, be 
compelled to meet the same sort of 
action from the left 

Diplomats moved out of the city; 
the report was circulated that the 
government had moved to Kazan 

Ivan Maisky, Soviet spokesman, 
asking for a complete pooling of 
British and Red resources, pledged 
the nation to fight on "regardless 
of . . . Moscow "—showing that the 
“ we need a miracle" spirit was para­
mount even in the highest circles.

TOJO:
A Yetr Regime

Another blow of shocking impact 
had been the sudden resignation of 
the Prince Fumimaro Konoye cab­
inet in Tokyo, and the prince's 
replacement by General Tojo. thus 
forming a frankly militaristic gov­
ernment.

It had been reliably reported that 
the Konoye resignation had been on 
a basis of "this government is un­
willing to accept responsibility for a

severe breach between the United 
States and Japan.”

Japan's terms admittedly had 
been received, studied in Washing- , 
ton Washington admittedly had! 
been discouraged at the prospects 
of agreement. It may or may not 
be that this attitude had been con­
veyed to Konoye through the Jap­
anese ambassador.

At all events, it was plain that the 
prince must himself have believed j 
that agreement on the Pacific with 
the United States was impossible— 
and hence his resignation.

His successor—General Tojo. And 
one of his first utterances had been 
that his cabinet would make early 
and final "decision" as to what 
measures to take to end the crisis.

Coupled with this had been a 
strong and unequivocal affirma­
tion of Japan's complete loyalty to 
the Axis

Most observers had been watching 
Nazi Germany whipping Tokyo into 
action in the Pacific, obviously to 
create a new front, to divide the 
U. S fleet, to lessen our aid to Brit- 

I am. and to involve in a near-at-hand 
struggle the powerful continent of 
Australia

These seemed plain facts and 
watching the developments, those 
who wished to avoid war with Japan 
were becoming gloomy indeed.

SITPLY R \CE:
In \orth Africa

British and German armies faced 
each other on the relatively quiet 
desert front, and military corre­
spondents believed each was afraid 
to start a general attack unless the 
reserves of supplies guaranteed a 
fairly certain success

Therefore, back of the front lines 
a race had developed, and trained 
watchers believed it might be weeks 
or months before one side or the 
other would gain a sufficient lead.

General Auchinleck commanded 
the British, while General Rommel 
was the German commander It had 
been four months since the last 
real battle on the desert front, wrote 
one correspondent.

The British are leceiving enor­
mous quantities of goods via Amer­
ican ships calling at Suez. They 
were said to be arriving faster than 
they could be handled

The British now have. H was said, 
thousands of motor trucks, and 
enough light, fast tanks to make sev 
eral motorized units. There are 
hundreds of new fighters and bomb­
ers of the latest types.

These development«, it was felt, 
would, within a few weeks, or a 
couple of months, be reflected in a 
terrific British drive in North 
Africa

But the Germans and Italians are 
not idle, and the British Mediter­
ranean fleet, harassed constantly 
from the air a no by submarines, 
has been hard put to it to make a 
serious dent in the shipping lines 
from Europe to Africa, constantly 
laden with military supplies for 
Rommel's forces.

Taken Step

The expected aftermath of tni ab 
dieation and overthrow of President 
Arnulfo Arias of Panama followed 
when the little country in which hun­
dreds of American-owned ships are 
registered, decided to permit the 
arming of merchant vessels

This putting of ships in Panamian 
registry waa a device used by this 
country because of the neutrality 
act which forbids the vessels to en

PRICES:
Y’o Action Yet

While congress debated the set 
ling of ceilings on wages and prices 
and rents, without taking any dffi 
mte action, Canada stepped into the 
breach and moved to halt inflation

Prime Minister King said "the gov­
ernment has decided to halt the ris< 
in prices, to undertake the contro’ 
of all prices, and where necessary- 
take any other steps to control civil 
ian consumption in fair and equita 
ble ways "

He said that ceilings would be set 
on prices He admitted it was going 
to interfere with business, would im 
pose irksome restrictions. Then he 
announced that all prices would be 
frozen after November 17 on thi 
basis of prices charged for that mer 
chandist during the four weeks from 
September 15 to O-tober 11.

He followed this with a system of 
controlling wages Wages also were 
to be "frozen" at the same level, 
but employers would be required tr 
pay bonuses in amounts that would 
vary from time to time according 
to nation-wide conditions.

The first step in prevention of ink 
flation had been thus taken by our 
neighbor to the north.

W< 
must remove the show and decep­
tion of hypocritical neutrality laws 
We must abandon the hope of peace

“ We can no more negotiate a 
peace with the war lords of Tokyo 
than with the conquering dictator of 
Berlin. On any continent, in every 
ocean, we can only stop these par’ 
ners in piracy.

"They are winning now. Unless 
we act soon it will be too late "

occasionally mixed in politics, held 
political jobs or died in battle, but 
the tradition has held that they are 
cloistered folk, not to be taken too 
seriously in matters of any great 
moment.

Archibald MacLcish, one of the 
best of contemporary American po­
ets. and librarian of congress, has 
been asked to accept the adminis­
tration of the new Washington agen­
cy called the Office of Facts and 
Figures. He and his agency will 
try to get reason, if not rhyme, into 
the daily outpouring of un-relatcd 
and sometimes contradictory statis­
tics of national defense and foreign 
policies. In Juvenal's line, “ That 
poet seems to be capable of walking 
a tight rope . . .  all with the power 
of a magician."

There was quite a butt of op­
position throughout the rountry 
when Mr. MarLeish was made 
librarian of congress, three 
years ago. There was, how­
ever. some precedent for ports 
in government jobs and in poli­
tics, as well as on the firing 
line. Therr was Eugene Ware, 
topical versifier, who held down 
a good job in the pension depart­
ment. about 30 years ago, and 
did it well. Then there was 
shaggy old Walt Whitman, in the 
same department at a time when 
the government seemed to nerd 
tight-rope walkers and ma­
gicians. to say nothing of poets, 
even more than it does now.
Gen. William Haines Lytle was a 

poet and politician—the author o f ' 
"I Am Dying, Egypt, Dying," of 
school-boy recitation fame. He be­
came a colonel of the Tenth Ohio 
Volunteers and died leading a 
charge at Chickamauga. As tir-po­
ets in general coming to the aid of j 
their country, there may be cited 
John McRae, who wrote "Flanders 
Field"; Joyce Kilmer and Rupert 
Brooke, Each gave his life.

Mr MacLeish is. like his prede­
cessor. Eugene Ware, somewhat of 
a topical versifier, but a much bet­
ter poet He frankly teams up po­
etry and propaganda—always for de- > 
mocracy as a faith and not as an i 
institution.

On his graduation from Yale 
in 1915, he was grooved into a 
business career by his parents, 
and was surprisingly good at 
that too. Disregarding his par­
ents' warnings that there were 
"no gold mines on Parnassus," 
he knocked off and made his 
career as a port—on up to and 
beyond his winning of the $1.040 
Pulitzer prize for his poem 
"Conquistador" in 1933. During 
the current war years, he has 
driven a sharp lance against our 
prewar artificers of literary 
lace-work and their companion­
ate wanderers in foggy intro­
spection. Hr was born in Glen­
coe, 111.

He first made them to live m. and

Mr. Fuller is acutely aware of so­

plane vacations, embellishing his ad 
venture narratives with poetic apos 
trophes of flight.

Valuable Land Nutrients Are 
'Going With the Wind.’

Suppose someone drove into your 

farm and asked you to give him 10 
tons of top soil from each of your 
best acres of land? You'd give him 
a cool reception, wouldn’t you? Of 
course, every farmer would, yet 
many good farmers are giving away 
their top soil at this rate or faster 
every year and not even worrying 
about it.

Take the losses caused by one 
severe storm in August. 1939. as 
an example The run-off plots at 
the Marlboro Soil Conservation Re­
search station were all in tomatoes 
and the vines were luxurious, 
spreading over at least 50 to 75 per 
cent of the ground There had been 
no cultivation during the previous 
four weeks There were four sets 
of plots, all of which received sub­
stantial treatments of commercial 
fertilizer every year, in addition to 
which one set of plots also got a 
winter cover crop. A second set 
received 20 tons of manure per acre 
each year and the third set received 
20 tons of manure and a winter cov­
er crop annually.

In this particular August storm, 
the plots having fertilizer alone 
lost nearly one-half ton of soil to the 
acre, the ones having had an annual 
winter cover crop lost less than a 
quarter of a ton to the acre, and 
those which each year got manure 
and cover crop lost only one-eighth 
of a ton to the acre This was for 
one storm only, and the loss for a 
season naturally ran into many tons.

Not only do storms carry away 
more valuable top soil than most 
farmers realize, but they also carry 
away a lot of valuable fertilizing 
elements Carefully kept records of 
losses of nitrogen, phosphorus, and 
potush on these same tomato plots 
during 1939 showed that the plots 
which annually received commer­
cial fertilizer alone lost these three 
elements at the rate of $12 91 worth 
per acre, while the corresponding 
losses on the plots which also re­
ceived annual treatments of manure 
and winter cover crop amounted to 
only $0 81 per acre.

These losses of valuable top soil 
and plant nutrients can be greatly 
reduced by simple conservation 
measures Your county agent or 
the supervisors of your local con­
servation district will be able to 
give you more detailed information 
about ways and means of establish­
ing adequate conservation measures 
on your farm.

HR ANIMALS
People in almost every state 

make money trapping and selling 
furs So wide spread was the trap­
ping that several species of wild 
animals are now nearly exterminat­
ed To replace them, fur pelts 
raised under controlled conditions 
have increased from 6,000 pelts in 
1923 to more than 300,000 in 1940 
with a market value of $60,000,000. 
The United States is the largest fur­
consuming market in the world and 
the supply produced here does not 
meet one-third of the demand.

The new industry is now a per­
manent part of our agriculture 
which has developed within the last 
20 years Most important is fox 
farming, which thrives throughout 
the northern half of the Unite-d 
States from New England west to 
Washington More than 50 per cent 
of the annual crop of silver foxes 
is produced in Wisconsin, Minne­
sota and Michigan Other centers 
are in the Rocky mountain region, 
New England, Illinois, Ohio. New 
York and Pennsylvania

Studies have been made in the 
raising of Karakul sheep for their 
fur and this may open a profitable 
market So far many of the prac­
tices used in growing fur animals 
are hit or miss methods which are 
coatiy to the farmer. Research is 
needed in breeding, feeding and 
preparation of pelts It may also 
be found practical to use the carcass 
either for animal food or aa a source 
of animal faU and glandular prod 
ucta.

SIN AND ITS CONSEQUENCES

LFSSON T E X T —G alatian* «  1. S; I John 
IS 2 «

GO LD EN  TE X T  If a t  confeaa our atna,

nesa —I  John 1:».

Sin it an appalling reality, hideous 
and horrible in itself, and bearing 
with it the gravest consequences 
both in this life and tn the life to 
come. Man does not find it pleasant 
to face that fact, and so he makes 
light of sin and even may go so far 
as to deny its existence. Obviously 
such an expedient does nothing to 
solve the difficulty or to meet the 
gnawing distress of a heart facing 
and fearing the judgment of God 

Far better to meet the reality of 
it, admit its awfulness, and seek 
God’s way of full deliverance. Sin. 
which came into the world when 
man listened to Satan and disobeyed 
God in the Garden of Eden, has 
gone on to mar and to mark all 
mankind. We note that

I. Sin Brings Corruption (Gal. 6
7 . 8 ) .

Seedtime is followed by harvest 
This ts the law of nature, the law 
of God. The farmer who sowed 
wheat in the spring looked for wheat 
when the harvest time came The 
same principle holds in the spiritual 
realm. Just as the one who sows 
to the Spirit reaps eternal life, the 
one who sows to the flesh renps 
corruption, and death.

A life of self-indulgence (which i' 
sowing to the flesh) brings moral 
decay. The weakened will yields 
to desire, and it "bringeth forth sin 
and sin, when it is finished, brmgeth 
forth death" (James 1.14, 15). This 
death is spiritual, bringing sépara 
tion from God, a loss of fellowship 
and communion with Him. Spiritu­
al death as well as physical death 
came upon mankind through Adam’s 
tin.

II. Sin Loves Darkness (1 John 
15-7).

There is not a bit of darkness in 
God, He is light. When Jesus 
came into the world. He came as 
the Light of the World. But "nit n 
loved darkness rather than light, be­
cause their deeds were evil. For 
every one that doeth evil huteth tin 
light, neither cometh to the light, 
lest lus deeds should be reproved 
(John 3:17-21).

The corollary of that truth in that 
a man who suys he has fellowship 
with God, but continues to walk in 
darkness, brands himself a liar (v 
6). Compare Revelation 21 27-28 for 
what God thinks of liars.

The light still shines, and the one 
who is walking in darkness has only 
to step over into the light (v 7) 
where he will find fellowship with 
all God's people and know the 
cleansing of the blood of the Son of 
God.

III. Sin I* an Undeniable Fact
(1 John 1 8-10).

It seems impossible that a man 
who knows himself and knows the 
life he lives would ever deny sin. 
for it is one of the most evident of 
all facts. Yet men have denied it. 
or sought to explain it away, calling 
it error, or a "fall upward." or a 
step in man's development, or the 
evidence of man's self-conscious 
ness and desire to learn.

There is no hope for a man as 
long as he assumes such an atti 
tude, for he not only lies tumself. 
but he makes God a liar He denies 
the truth of God's Word about sin. 
makes meaningless or wicked God's 
dealings with sin, and reveals that 
God's Word is not in him Those 
who make such statements declare 
that they do not belong to God and 
do not accept His Word. It is evi 
dent that lh< y ought never to be per 
nutted to teach such things in the 
church, or in the name of Chrue 
tianity

IV. Sin Calls for a Saviour (1
John 2 14)

Christ the propitiation, the mercy- 
seat covering for our sms, ts the 
only Saviour He paid the price, 
and made it possible for God to be 
Just and at the same time a justi­
fier of the ungodly The sinner 
needs such a Saviour.

Sin in the life of the believer also 
calls for a Saviour, one who will 
cleanse us ( ID)  and who will tn 
His own blessed name plead our 
cause " if we sin "  He is our Advo­
cate (3:1) pleading Hi* righteous 
ness in our behalf when we do fall 

This doe# not mean that we may 
?hen become indifferent or careless 
about sin If we say we know Him 
and do not keep His commandments, 
we lie about our professed relation 
ship to Him The mark of a true 
child ta * spirit of obedience

God s childien prove their lo v e  
to Him by keeping Hi# command 
ment* Talking about our devo 
turn to Him, giving our service for 
Him, or sacrificing for His cause 
mean nothing if we do not obey 
Him We only pile evidence upon 
evidence of our untruthfulnesa by 
making claims and doing thing* 
whw» are negated by our dtsobedi 
ence
