The Go lden  Spread area Is 

compotcdof many different types 
of ranching operations, however 
allot the ranchers liave one item 
in common, ihcyalltiavea silent 
partner, Mother Nature. This 
partner was here preparing for us 
long before this ares was settled. 
Through a period of thousands of 
yean she was decomposing rocks 
to form our present soils and cov - 
ering these soils with the most 
productive and desirable native 
grasses the soils were capable of 
supporting.

In the meantime Mother Na - 
ture has established three Laws of 
Nature applicable to the stock- 
man. They are: First, the plant 
makes its own food in Lie leaves, 
therefore if we continually close 
graze the leaf we kill tin- plant, 
second, nature keeps the soil cov - 
eredas long as the soil is present; 
thirdly, if given the opportunity. 
Mother Nature will return the or­
iginal vegetation. One or more 
ol these laws can be observed on 
any ranch in this area.

The fiat law hat often boan 
violated. The strange and slow 
disappearance of the more des­
irable grasses is ample proof that 
the plant lias been killed by over 
use. Violation of the first law is 
nature signal to initiate the sec­
ond law, that is keeping the soil 
covered. The original grasses 
have been replaced w i t h lesser 
producing grasses.

MothcrNature can not initiate 
the third haw without the help of

the rancher. What are the ran- 
c hers cn the Golden Spread doing 
to help Mother Nature replace the 
original vegetation? Many are 
seexing the technical assistance 
of the Soil Conservation Service 
through local Soil and Water Con­
servation Districts. From this as­
sistance they arc spaying brush 
and weeds, defering pastures for 
short periods to improve grass v i­
gor, grazing properly, going in­
to range rota lion-defe red grazing 
systems, eliminiting distribution 
problems, seeding unsui tabl e  
cropland back to grass, and de­
veloping an overall conservation 
plan on their entire unit. They 
are recieving cost share on these 
practices through the Great Plains 
Conservation Program, orthe Ag­
ricultural Conservation Program.

Many of  theae conservation 
ranchers will not hesitate to state 
they have Increased their stock­
ing rates from 20 to 50 percent 
over a period of years.

Ed »topped hi* car at a parking 
meter, found no change in hit 
pocket*, and headed for the near­
est store to get some By the time 
he returned, a policeman was al­
ready writing out a ticket. Out­
raged. Ed took the matter to court.

“ It is true." he told the fudge, 
"(hat our city ordinance says the 
com must he put in 'immediately.' 
Hut that is ridiculous. Surely I am 
entitled to enough time to get 
change,”

However, the court ordered him 
to pay the line The judge felt that, 
for the sake o f admmistiative effi­
ciency, the city could indeed insist 

I on immediate payment— without 
leaving any loophole* at alt.

There 1»  something about park­
ing meter* that at time* awaken* 
the rebel in a rugged individualist. 
Nevertheless, in assorted court- 

j room confrontation* between citi­
zen and meter, the law has usually 
upheld the meter. A* one judge 
put il:

"Some hardship* must be under­
gone by those who enjoy the bene­
fit* o f life in large communities.”

Thu*, in arxither case, a court 
found nothing wrong with parking 
meters that sold 12-minute inter­
val* for the first hour--but only an 
undivided one-hour'» worth for the 
second hour. I f  Ihi* wa* discrimi­
nation against second-hour users, 
as a citizen charged, it was held not 
to he unreasonable discrimination.

Another citizen, attacking from 
a different direction, refused to ac­
cept a parking ticket from a "meter 
maid.” He argued that the city 
could noi use anything less than a 
regular policeman for law enforce­
ment But again, the court decided 
a city had thia much leeway in 
running its parking meter system.

Still, the law w on ’ t to lerate 
everything For example, meters 
cannot ord inarily  be used a* a 
means o f raising money for pur­
poses outside the field o f traffic 
control Accordingly, a court de-
