When the Clarendon h'IvopI 
bought the gym lurmerly located 
at the McLean POW camp, the 
building was dismantled and 
moved to Clarendon. The Clar­
endon school, however, had Buf­
fered a disastrous fire, and part 
of the material salvaged was used 
in rebuilding the gym, veneering 
It with bricks, and adding a 
classroom wUig on the east aide.

Some observers believe that the 
gym at Pampa can be cut in two 
or three pieces and moved here, 
but the rough terrain between 
McLean end Pampa will probably 
prevent this. The structure can 
be dismantled, moved here, and 
then rebuilt.

Hie danger of crippling and 
death from polloniyelltla t# very 
real and ahould not be minimised 
but according to Dr, Oeo W 
( ’ox. .state health officer, a knowl- 
••dge of the facta about thU dl»- 
ruj*  will help fight the fear of 
It. and aid In preventing the 
punk- that Is usually tumor la led 
*>lh the apiiearance of polio 

The facts about polio are these 
It attaifu so few people that *t 
c*«e» per loo.ooo population Is not 
considered an epidemic Half of 
those who get the disease recovet 
without crippling; another fourth, 
with good care, recover with only 
light crippling Deformities can 

be prevented and crippling levell­
ed in many cases by prompt, 
complete and sometime.« prolonged 
medical tarn

Kven though these encouraging 
fa<ts have bran eatabli.shed. still 
with polio as with any other dis­
ease, prevention u better than 
cure Summer Is the chief dangei 
period, and to avoid the n.-Jc of 
contracting this disease. It ts well 
to observe the following health 
•mrgesUon*. especially with chil­
dren prartce absolute cleanl- 
ness In personal, home and com- 
m unity Ufe; try not to mingle 
with crowds; don’t get over-tired 
since extreme fatigue lowers ra- 
lstance; avoid chilling by swim­

ming overlong in cold waier; con- 
<ult your doctor gt once If a 
member of your family lias fever, 
headache, nausea, a cold, upset 
stomach, muscle soreness or still­
ness

Following these suggestions will 
help to prevent the spread of
polio but If you do have a case 
in your family, remember that 
the majority of patients with good 
cases recover without crippling 
Your fear or panic will only make 
It harder for you and your child
