Early-Day Bank
Building Gone,

About 40 or 45 years ago, a
new bank opened in Mclean-—in
& new bullding.

Last week-end that bullding, no
jonger an asset to the town, was
torn down amidst clutters and
bangs of hammers and a cloud
of dust resulting when the struc-
ture was being dismantied.

The bullding, located between

the office of W. E. Green, justice
of the peace, housed the old orig-
inal Citisens Bank when it was
first bult, according to old-
timers.

{of the Warren Oil Corporation
at the cormner of First and Maln
streets.
