1950 To quickly explain the R5%-10B% formula It means 
that no county «hall get less than M% or more than 105%fc j 
of its 1030 allotment It looks today, from reports of the j 
wheat sub-committee of the House Agriculture Committee, 
that the Panhandle and Texas will receive 103^ of I t s ! 
1050 allotment How. note this carefully, the 1051 acreage 
allotment in each county must be worked out by the PMA 
committeemen on the fairest basis possible The 1051 
acreage allotment of each Independent farmer in every 
county must have the closest attention because 1051 will 
be used as a basis for future allotments Instead of going 
back and using past history The PMA committee. In 
working out the 1051 individual farmer allotment, must 
try to have It as perfect as pofudbl* because 1952 acreage 
will be based on the 1051 allotted acreage and not past 
history. This proposed formula has some advantage be­
cause each year the farmer will know approximately the 
exact amount he will plant the next year, for without any 
formula he can adjust has acreage up or down as compared 
to the national allotm ent >\>r example. If in 1951 you 
have 100 acres allotted to you as an Individual farmer. If 
the national allotment tn 1052 is cut 10% or Is raised 10%

During the past few week.«. I 
have rolled around tn mind the 
Korean situation. Just a« you have 
done I ju»t couldn't bring myaelf 
around to  a definite conclusion 
mainly because my own persona! 
Ufe might be affected and no 
d*>ubt will be But I  ean see n > 
other conclusion to make, at the 
present time anyway, regard le .« of 
hoar K will affect me and my dear 
relatives and friends

As we all know, we are kwtnu 
our fight In K irra. a fight which 
we are undertaking under th* 
ta n n er of the United Nations, but 
one in » hlch are are getting little 
or no help  from any othav m em ­
ber of the U N It  haa resolved 
Itself into our fight against R u s­
sian-sponsored troop» And we 
h a .e  been taxing every day. de­
spite occasional good news about 
a small skirmish in which we get 
the upper hand

By (he time you read this, we 
may have lost our small footing 
Ui Korea a footing which to 
being desperately held on this I 
day Friday- -toy American force» j 
W* might even be run com pletelr 
out of Korea by next Thursday 
(the day you will be reading this) 
Or we might be much better off 
then than on this Friday

One uf two things must happen 
m the next few days or weeks 
or months The first is t hat we 
must be driven completely out if 
Korea or secondly, are must be 
on the offensive and driving the 
North Koreans back toward their 
own land

If  we are driven out of the 
peninsula, we are not the kind of 
a  nation to Maud by and see our­
selves soundly a  hipped We will 
put out energies, our resources, and 
our manpower ‘nto an all-out fight 
to regain that land tost and re­
gain our prestige We cannot af - 
furd to lose in this battle  area.

If we are not driven out of 
Korea, but by some means manage

to regain that area already lost, 
we then have two choices We 
«ithrr stop at the M th parallel 
the dividing line bettween North 
and South Korea, or we keep go. 
Ing on north If we stop there, 
the Russian-backed North Korean» 
won't like that, and will max« 
troops supplies, etc . and eventually 
make another push If we don't 
stop there, but take in all of 
North Korea, then R u  .«la won't 
like that and will furnish more 
and more troops and «applies

My conclusion then one which 
I  tried every way In the world 
to get around, to that we cannot 
mtos a full-fledged conflict It 
appears that RuasU to prepared 
and Just sa ltin g  to open other 
fronts; and the Reds may not 
wan very long to open a second 
one

I  have talked with numerous 
other people about town and we 
all seem to concur that there la 
hardly' anv met hud by which a 
well-rounded conflict ran be avoid - 
td  T lte only possible way I can 
see u  for the  Russians to lack  
down, and they certainly have 
made no move to take such action 
as yet And chances are they 
won't Even if the Russians did 
hack down rum. they would come 
ta ck  a t another ¡gx*

lairing th e days when I was In 
the service, t  felt m re that tome 
day we would have to fight the 
Russians I really had figured 
that most of u« would be out of 
uniform not longer than two year» 
before we had to go lack . It ha« 
been nearly five years since I took 
mine off. and most of the veterans 
have been out about the came 
length of time Perliaps we are 
fortunate to have enjoyed living 
fur that lime

When this war does come in all
