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Rural Electrification Administration 
Observes Its 15th Anniversary

Ms) 11 1) in  tinpurtajit unmver- 
u iy  fur T «tM  fanner», iur on 
that Uate in 1935 I'resedeat House 
Veit onieinl the eatabiiahment uf 
the Rural klectiificstion Admtnia 
tiatiuli, arid such prevKHisly India- 
penaahie rural gadgets a* the coal 
uil lamp, the auud cuukslove, and 
the old fashioned washboard weie 
vu their way into oblivion.

In 1936 only !i per ceut of rural 
homes in T r i l l  had electricity, 
while today »1 p*r cent of Tesas 
farms and ranches put electricity 
to more than 300 different uses 
Texas' 77 rural electric co ops now 
serve m o r e  than 266.UUO r u r a l  
homes over ltH.onO miles of wire, 
enough to reach four times around 
the wrorld.

Texas has been a leader in the 
rural electrification program from 
the start The first rural power 
lines in the c o u n t r y  built with 
money borrowed from the govern­
ment were eneigiied by the Boit- 
lett Klectrn Cooperative at Bart 
lett. Texas, in March. 193«.

Rural power lines spread rather 
slowly over the state for the first 
few years. RKA piovided nothing 
except technicsl advice, guidance, 
and loans to be psid bach with in­
terest Rural people talked it over, 
organised co-ops. and built more 
and more power lines as It became 
apparent that the co-ops were f i­
nancially practical and would be able 
to pay bach their loans to RKA

Then came the war and rural 
power lines were bui't even more

rapidly, for the government real 
ised that lural electrification would 
have to play a vital role in war 
tune piuduction of food, replacing 
the fannris' suns and hired hands 
who went to war. Rural electnt 
co-ops were given high priorities 
for construction materials, and the 
war effort benefited from the re 
suiting increase in food production.

Rut rural electrification in Texas 
is past the atage where the accent 
is on the extension of lines It is 
developing to a point which will 
create a new problem, arising from 
an increased farm use of power to 
rieate i n c o m e .  In December of 
1941. the average power use per 
farm for that month was 45 kilo­
watt-hours. In December of 1949, 
it was 90 kilowatt hours. The na­
tional average is 141 kwh. This 
constantly increased demand for 
power on the farm eventually is 
expected to t h r o w  an additional 
strain on Texas' p o w e r  sources. 
Even now many supplier# are near­
ing the limit of their rapacity to 
pioducc dependable service Co-op 
Ivadera are hoping for new dams 
to provide more hydroelectric power 
to meet the increased demand.
