I V  white berried plant also 
serves as a winter food supply for 
mockingbirds, robins and » » »  
wings These small birds ara re­
sponsible for the spread of tha 
tree-damaging parasite After eat 
ing the berries the birds clean 
then beaks on the trees, firmly 
planting the mistletoe seeds they 
do not eat The tap root of the 
seedling pierces the tendercst por 
tiuns »he tree young blanches 
or bud* and the tree tap la drawn 
into the thick leave» and trenslu 
cent berries of the gue*t plant 

Though the mUtletoe play* the 
dual character« of destructive kill 
er and promoter of love, »upersti 
lion has It that the plant can 
switch roles In a twinkle For »!* 
stance. If the yuletide mistletoe 
bough isn't removed from s house 
by Candlemas* Eve ‘ February 1). 
each leaf left will produce a goblin 
to plague the carehraa occupants 
during th* year.

Mistlstos Has Corns Long Way 
Sinct Days of Druid Worship

The mistletoe hat come a long 
way from tha days when it was 
worshiped by the British druids to 
Its present status as a criminal 
killer of furcsta.
