Sam Lowe, whose (arm is about 
2 miles south ot Clarendon, seed­
ed 120 acres of weeping love- 
grass in the spring of 1950 in a 
cultivated held.

Due to favorable moisture in 
the summer ot 1950, sufficient 
growth was made to allow some 
late summer and tall grazing 
the first year, Mr. Lowe started 
stocking this seeded pasture to­
gether with approximately 100 
acres native range last March 
and by April had increased the 
number lo 45 grown cows, 46 2- 
y ear-old heifers, and 9 calves 
Nearly every cow calved and 
these calves weighed trom 450 to 
600 pounds when sold. These 
cattle grazed this area without 
any supplemental leed lexcvpt 
occasionally in early spring dur­
ing cold spells cake was led) 
until November .1. st which tim« 
all but 41 cows were sold.

According to Mr l-owe. the 
cattle did as well on this pas­
ture as they would have done on 
native range. However, he did 
observe that they preferred the 
native grass to the weeping love- 
grass

’The advantage of weeping
