Water erosion has ’lot Ux*n a 
problem so lar this year for 
Donley County Soil Conservation

Many farmers no doubt would 
not mind suffering a slight 
amount of wafer erosion if neces­
sary to get some moisture. Wind 
erosion has been a different mat­
ter. In some |uirts of thv> dis­
trict there was considerable 
damage by wind erosion last 
-pi mg

Due to the prolonged drougth 
this summer, the amount of veg­
etative cover on our cultivated 
land ha* been greatly reduced 
This will surely result In more 
severe wind erosion next spring 
unless precautionary measures 
are taken before then Some of 
the things a farmer might do to 
help prevent his land from blow­
ing next spring art* as follows:

1. Seed winter cover crops on 
all land without sufficient resi­
dues to bold the soil next spring

2. l>rave ample residues on 
the land lo protect the soil when 
feed crop» are harvested

3. Avoid grazing stalk fields 
fo the extent that an adequate 
crop residue is not left* on the 
land

4 Peep plow sandy land, pro­
vided a clod-forming subsoil can 
be brought to the surface fo aid

5. Spread manure, cotton burs, 

or other organic material on the
