IT PROBABLY DOESN'T MEAN too much, particularly since the

general election is several weeks away, but a poll of weekly and

daily newspapers throughout the United States indicates that the
Republican presidential ticket has more supporters than the
Democratic ticket.

The Publishers Auxiliary, a weekly publication published by the
Western Newspaper Union and distributed throughout the U. §. to
newspapers, conductea the poll. Ballots were mailed to 8,570 weeklie:
end 1,406 dailies. Of these, 3,062, or 35.7 per cent of the weekly
papers answered; and 449, or 31.9 per cent of the dailies answered
Replies in significant quantity were received from 47 of the 48

states.

The ballots were mailed August
and tabulated between August

18 and September 3. Thus the
