DRY FARMERS GROW ALFALFA
Cencoded ta bs the Beat Laguma for 

Arid Regions on Account of Ita 
Ossp Reeling tyetsm.

If dry farming la to become a per­
manent ay etem of agriculture tt la ab- 
aoiulely essential that humus and nitro­
gen be put Into the soil There are
many acre* tn the In ter mountain ueat 
wher* no other ayatein of agriculture
will ever prevail. The con slam grow­
ing of wheat on summer fallowed land 
must cease for such a system t» sura 
to deplete the soil of Its plant food 
At the present. wheat farming meth 
ods largely consist of robbing the soil 
of Ha temporarily accumulated fertil­
ity and then letting tt lie Idle until 
ouch time ae enough plant food haa 
been taade available and enough wa­
ter haa been stored to insure another 
good crop Humus and nitrogen are 
verv essential to successful wheat 
farming, and In order to secure these 
the dry farmer must make use of 
green manure crops that will supply 
these necessary plant foods tty doing 
this he Is improving the soil texture 
as well as ths water holding capacity, 
and In dry farming that la the great- 
sat essential

Beneficial effects from plowing un­
der alfalfa previously grown In rows 
Tor seed production have been noticed 
on succeeding wheaf crops for as long 
as ten years At present alfalfa ia 
conceded to he the heat legume for 
the dry lands Its deep rooting sys­
tem fitting It admirably to seek stored 
water at great depths Deep-rooted 
plants are decidedly preferable to 
shallow'rooted ones because they 
penetrate Into the subsoil In thla 
way air and water And entrance, es­
pecially after* tbe roots decay It la 
supposed that a! till fa when plowed 
under enriches the surface soil with 
potash and phosphorus from (he sub 
soil, thus bringing these substances 
within reach of the succeeding shal­
low rooted crops

Tbe summer fallow simply prolongs 
the time when smaller crops and. 
consequently, smaller returns, must In­
evitably come from constant sell de­
pletion tt la easier to keep a soil 
up to Its fertility tf soil building Is 
started when the first crop Is taken 
off than If It la prolonged until ths 
former la forced to U. due to small 
returns

Thus fsr alfalfa planted tn rows, 
both seed and forage production, has 
proved more successful than ths 
broadcast stand or closely drilled 
tows In rectona where the moisture la 
not plentiful While it wilt not prob­
ably rem.lve Itself into n problem of 
seed production due to this lack of 
sufficient moisture for forage produc­
tion. nevertheless It can he mads a 
paying crop, both financially and as a 
•oil improver

|>enunal bias, and that m< rit in a novel it not confined to it* literary atyle, 
hut loclodea other value#- notably truth to life, high ideals, brood human 
inttiv*! and (he power to furm»h aanc and healthy entertainment to the 
average reader.

Th. -  prim ipi- v. if applied in practice, will nerv-manly exclude many 
of the day. which in six n-nth* or so will t># forgotten. But under I

this standard no book of abiding merit will be disrogard'sl; fliers are ton
few of them.

No two public libraries have the same local condition*, but unless 
book* are to be bought without discrimination the problem of a<-l«rtiou 
mu»t be faced. This, of course, is where the question of Action become* 
troul • - uni- It cannot l« ignore*!, however, since no public library can 
buy all, and in m>*i r**<* only a few of the novel* of the day. and every 
public library i* moral Iv bound to 
make the heat possible use of its 
fund*.
